The Four-Way Test of the things we think, say or do is a test used by Rotarians world wide as a moral code for
personal and business relationships. It was created in 1932 by Rotarian Herbert J. Taylor (who later served as a
RIPresident).

In 1932, Herber J. Taylor set out to save the club aluminium production
company from bankruptcy. His recovery plan started with changing the
ethical climate of the company. According to him what was needed was a
simple easily remembered guide to right conduct — which all members of
company could memorize and apply to what they think, say or do. One day, [EEESTSF= et TR VR
he was leaning over his desk, thinking on the same. After a few moments, of the things we think, say or do
he looked up and reached for a white paper card. Then he wrote down the
Twenty Four words that changed the history and became synonyms to . Isitthe TRUTH?
Rotary evolution.

20vyears later, by applying the Four-Way test, the company repaid its debts,
generously paid its shareholders. They found, besides financial benefits, it
greatly helped to build goodwill, friendship and relationships. It is helpful
in making a person better in all aspects like home, society, Nation. . Willit be BENEFICIAL
