PART II History of the Rotarian

In the first part of this ar�cle we dealt with the history of “The Rotarian”; mouth piece of RI. As explained there, it
became logis�cally impossible to meet the demands for “The Rotarian” from a single source. It was then decided
to print it locally at different places over the world.
In this issue we will deal with the history of “the Rotary News” being printed in India, copy of which you get as a
subscriber.
“Easter Rotary Wheel” was the original and the prin�ng right were given to a private publisher A. Mac Rae & Co.
in Calcu�a. The prin�ng was handled by Middle Asia office of RI. In 1950 that office was closed and prin�ng was
stopped. An enterprising PDG by name of Debu Hoshali who was in publishing business took upon himself to
publish the magazine by obtaining rights from RI. This con�nued for eight years �ll 1960. Meanwhile on ownership
and royalty issue the license was withdrawn. For long thirteen years there was no publica�on. Rotarians of this
region were deprived of informa�on and much of the history was lost forever. In 1973 RI decided to print the
magazine on its own and formed a trust to run it and since then it is being printed from Chennai.
The trust is comprised of independent directors some PDGs from Districts & the editor and secretary as members
of the board. In 1983, Hindi version called “Rotary Samachar” was published simultaneously on the demand of
sec�on of beneficiaries who were not comfortable with English.
The Rotary News is also printed here for Bangladesh, Nepal, Pakistan and Sri Lanka with focus on their local news.
Its first editor was PDG Krishnama Chari who served for 13 years as the editor. At present, Rashida Bhagat, a
professional journalist is the editor.
In 2005, Rotary news was adjudged the best amongst other publica�ons. You will be surprised that Rotary News is
the cheapest of all other publica�ons! The process has started to convert to electronic version to save cost.
Make it a habit to read it!
