These children, attending 

municipal schools could become a pillar to our society, with proper guidance and all the qualities 

to grow up as a responsible citizen of the country. The effort was to share an experiential learning 

with an emphasise to education as key to success and a promising future. While the project was 

only for a day, yet the message etched in their memory would have a long lasting effect. 

This year too, we plan to take another bunch of children coming from not-so-favourable 

background to the experiential tour to show them the path for a better life through education.
