"Literacy and Education Awareness”
The Rotary Club of Ballygunge had organized a session on “ Literacy 
and Education Awareness” during the RWM on the 15 th of September. 
The guest Speaker on that occasion was Rev. Rodney Borneo, Principal 
of St. Augustine's School, who is a Priest of the Archdiocese of Calcutta. 
He holds a degree in Theology from the Urbania University in Rome and 
a Diploma in Applied Spirituality from Teresianum University also in 
Rome. He has worked tirelessly to further the cause of Education among 
the Santhal Tribe of West Midnapore District. His efforts in Education 
have taken him to Central Australia to work with Aborigines at Alice 
Springs. He has received a lot of awards and accolades for his immense 
contribution towards the society in the field Education. He regularly 
conducts orientation and seminars for adolescents and school teachers 
all across the country. He is also the President of the Heads of Anglo Indian Schools in West Bengal. Rev. Rodney 
spoke on the difference between Literacy and Education. He illustrated with examples how “ Literacy” which is the 
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ability to read and write is often equated with “Education”, but it is not the same. Literacy is a step to Education 
whereas Education is the complete development of a person in terms of knowledge, sensibility and most important, 
conduct/behavior in different situations. Literacy can be forgotten but Education remains. Instruction ends in the 
school term ,but education ends only with life. Literacy cannot make a person wise but education can. An educated 
person can only bring around changes in the society and contribute to the development in the true sense in a society. 
Rev. Rodney reiterated that the need of the hour today is more of an educated person than a literate person. So, to 
make people and children educated , we must take care of the teaching methodology. We must have efficient and 
eminent teachers who can educate the young generation and build up their characters as the mind once enlightened 
cannot become dark . Children must be taught how to think and not what to think. The goal of education is not 
necessarily the mastery of a subject but the mastery of a person.
