We applied for our first Global
Grant No.1526428 in November 2014 for construction
of 320 toilets. We handed over our first toilet on 15th
March 2016, following best practices in money
management we were able to build 432 toilets under
this grant.Our second Global Grant 1872799 was
applied in May 2018 for construction of 170 toilets. We
have handed over toilets Nos.121-140 on 28th August
2022. The pandemic took the wind out of our sails, but
we are now back on track. We should be able to
complete this global grant in the current Rotary year
with handing over a total of 210 toilets
approximately.Our CSR partner Exide has also teamed
up with us to construct 120 toilets.To those who have
contributed to successfully implement this ongoing
project for the past 7+ years, please accept the club’s
heartiest congratulations, and your reward is the huge
difference you have made to numerous lives.
