Despite many a pitfall the belligerent
group kept pursuing their dream and finally on 14th January 1967
was granted a provisional Charter with 30 members in its fold.

‘physical’ in the sense there was no Email and WhatsApp and thus
it took good 5 months before it received the happy news on 16th
June 1967 about having been admitted into the membership of
Rotary International.

But there was another catch; The Charter Certificate from Rotary
International took another 51 days to reach the shores of Calcutta.
It was finally received by the then President and members on
August 5,1967.

Theron it was unanimously decided by the founder members to
celebrate August 5 as its Charter Day.
