Even though the oxygen crisis may be over, but the plant of INR

30L + will still save them about INR 30L in 2 to 3 years, and that

is net saving of 10 to 15 Lacs per year. Funds which can used

to impart affordable health care to the surroundings.

Our Plate & The Planet, this was the subject Rtn Ambaree

Majumder, our Guest speaker of the day, chose to speak about

on 12th March, 2022.

She mentioned that we all knew protection of the environment

of our planet is one of the most talked about subjects today

and the concern is only growing. Through her deliberations Ms.

Ambaree made it abundantly clear that " WHAT WE PUT ON

OUR PLATE (FOOD) HAS A MAJOR IMPACT ON THE

ENVIRONMENT ". Just as different foods have differing impacts

on human health, they also have differing impacts on the

environment. Keeping that in mind we can develop sustainable

eating practices that improve our own health as well as the

health of the planet.

This has been widely researched and accepted that consumption

of food from plant sources - fruits and vegetables, whole grains,

pulses, legumes, nuts and seeds - improves health of human's

vis-a -vis consumption of animals and animals produce. A diet,

on our plate, consisting of plant produces will nurture both -

people and the planet. Such a change in dietary practices will

also require major improvements in food production practices.

Production of animal based foods results in higher Greenhouse

gas emission than producing plant based foods. Dairy and red

meat (specially beef) are major contributors to this. We should

move away from such food that places an enormous demand

on our natural resources, results in deforestation, species

extinction (because each specie has its own role in balancing

the ecology of the planet) and fresh water depletion.

This was followed by an interactive session through questions

and answers. It was very lively session by our Guest speaker

Rtn Ambaree Majumder. The best part of this virtual meeting

was participation of various Rotary Club both International and

National, Inner Wheel, Rotaractors and Interactors and guests.

We also distributed 10 Garbage Bins to those shops/vendors,

who will use these for disposal of garbage and wastage only.
