Minutes of the Meeting
Minutes of the 3519th Regular Meeting of Rotary Club of Ranchi 
Held on 18.07.2024

•	 The 3519th regular meeting of Rotary Club of Ranchi was called 
to order by the President, Rtn. Gaurav Bagroy.

•	 The meeting started with the National Anthem.

•	 The President informed the members that the meeting shall be 
a closed-door meeting and the agenda for the same shall be the 
club’s annual budget for the year 2024-25 and the discussion 
about the upcoming district 3250 membership seminar, being 
hosted by Rotary Club of Ranchi on 25th August.

•	 The President requested Hony Treasurer, Rtn. Dr. Bhavna 
Taneja to present the proposed budget passed by the Board.

Hony Treasurer presented the annual budget. The House 
suggested incorporating the following changes:

1. 	EREY amount be changed to `2075/- instead of `2100/-.
2. 	Expenditure of the proposed Membership Seminar, RYLA & 

RLI, as mentioned in Part-2 of the proposed budget be moved 
to Part 3.

The House also upheld the decision of the Board to mandatory  
charge all the Rotarians for the DG visit fellowship and bill the 
Rotarians for their respective spouses, attending the DG visit  
ceremony @ `1500/- per Rotary Ann.
With the subsequent changes mentioned above, the proposed 
budget was passed by the House.
The President requested membership chairperson, PP Rtn. Mukesh 
Taneja to announce the proposed budget for the membership 
seminar. PP Rtn. Mukesh presented the membership seminar 
budget, which was passed by the House. The registration fee for 
the seminar shall be `1750/- per participant applicable to both 
Rotarians of Rotary club of Ranchi and Dist 3250. An early bird 
offer of `1500/- per person shall be applicable for all Rotarians 
registering on the day of Grant Management & Stewardship 
Seminar at Nalanda on 21st July . Additionally there shall also be 
an early bird offer of Rotary logo engrossed stainless steel Milton 
flask gift for all the participants registering themselves before  
10th August.

•	 The President thanked the Fellowship Committee for the 
wonderful arrangements.

•	 The collection in the Sunshine Box was 1065 degrees.
