On 4th August, our 6th free eye check-up camp was held at the 
birthplace of Baba Loknath, a project implemented by Arindam 
Roychowdhury on behalf of the Special Projects, Health and 
Community Service committees. With the spiritual atmosphere, the 
members who attended felt very blessed and were able to do 
incredible Darshan, offer their prayers and receive the Prasad of 
Baba Loknath’s Ashram.
