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On April 7, a special weekly guest meeting was
organized. The guest speaker was Diabetes Specialist
Dr. Amit Burande. In today’s fast-paced lifestyle,
various health issues have become increasingly
troublesome. Some of these ilinesses are hereditary,
such as heart disease and diabetes. While there are
modern facilities available for early diagnosis and
treatment of heart-related conditions, diabetes (also
known as madhumeh) often remains undetected until
complications arise. Dr. Burande explained that
diabetes is frequently diagnosed only after a wound,
illness, or complication appears. In some cases,
patients may lose limbs or vision due to late diagnosis.
Early detection at a primary stage can prevent
significant financial, physical, and emotional loss for
patients and their families.To address this, Dr. Burande
recommended procuring the “Get TCPQ2” diabetes
testing machine through Rotary Central, which would
greatly benefit the community. He also proposed that
Surya Hospital would contribute 30% of the machine’s
cost, manage its operations, and handle its
maintenance. The estimated cost of the machine is
around 8 lakhs INR.Rtn.Ravi Maydev played a key role
ininviting *Dr. Amit Burande to the meeting.
