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What is POLIO?

Polio or poliomyelitis is a disabling and life-
threatening disease caused by the poliovirus. The
virus spreads from person to person and can infect
a person's spinal cord, causing paralysis (can't
move parts of the body). Sometimes poliovirus is
spread through saliva from an infected person or
droplets expelled when an infected person sneezes
or coughs. People become infected when they
inhale airborne droplets or touch something
contaminated with the infected saliva or droplets.

The virus may affect muscles on both sides of the
body, but more often the paralysis is asymmetrical.
Any limb or combination of limbs may be affected —
oneleg, one arm, or both legs and both arms. These
nerve cells cannot regenerate, and the affected
muscles lose their function due to a lack of nervous
enervation - a condition known as acute flaccid
paralysis (AFP). Typically, in patients with
poliomyelitis muscles of the legs are affected more
often than the arm muscles. Transmitted primarily
via feces but also through airborne droplets from
person to person, polio took six to 20 days to
incubate and remained contagious for up to two
weeks after.

Rotary's role in eradicating Polio:

Rotary has been working to eradicate polio for
more than 35 years. Our goal of ridding the world of
this disease is closer than ever. As a founding

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partner of the Global Polio Eradication Initiative,
we've reduced polio cases by 99.9 percent since
our first project to vaccinate children in the
Philippinesin 1979.

Rotary launched PolioPlus in 1985 and was a
founding member of the Global Polio Eradication
Initiative in 1988. Through decades of commitment
and work by Rotary and our partners, more than 2.5
billion children have received the oral polio vaccine.

Rotary members have contributed more than $2.1
billion and countless volunteer hours to protect
nearly 3 billion children in 122 countries from this
paralyzing disease. Rotary's advocacy efforts have
played a role in decisions by governments to
contribute more than $10 billion to the effort.

Today, polio remains endemic only in Afghanistan
and Pakistan. But it's crucial
to continue working to keep
other countries polio-free. If
all eradication efforts stopped
today, within 10 years, polio
could paralyze as many as
200,000 children each year.
