Mobilizing children for life

RC Madurai Malligai is humbled to write about the
Clubfoot Virtual Meeting which was conducted
successfully on 28th October 2020. While Polio can
be prevented but cannot be treated, Clubfoot
cannot be prevented but can be treated completely.
Neglecting clubfoot leads to a lifetime of disability.

Our club is very keen on spreading this awareness
among the Rotarians in our district and also in
neighbouring districts like 3202, 3231, 3212 and
3232. The Inner Wheel Club of Madurai City
(District 321)also participated.

District Governor Rtn. A.L. Chokkalingam was the
chief guest of the program and he gave a wonderful
keynote address showing his unstinted support for
this project. PDG. Rtn. Raman Bhatia and Mr.
Santhosh George, founder, Cure International India
Trust were the guest speakers.

Clubfoot is a congenital deformity that severally
twists the foot downwards and inwards, making
walking difficult or impossible. Two out of every
thousand children born around the world
regardless of race, gender and geographic region
suffer from clubfoot. The Cure International India

Trust has been working for over 10 years, providing

non-surgical intervention to permanently
correct clubfoot. Using the Ponseti method, it
has efficiently treated over 60,000 children
and is currently working with an additional
15,000children - offering them free world-
class treatment through 312 designated
weekly clubfoot clinics.

Both guest speakers showed several slides to
explain their ideas clearly. We were surprised that
an AG from Bangladesh joined the meeting as well.
We were very inspired by the proceedings and

of clubfoot with greater resolve.

Global Clubfoot Day is on the 3rd of June. Cure
International India Trust is expecting our
assistance at the clubfoot clinic at Govt. Rajaji
Hospital by providing FAB (Foot Abduction Brace)
shoes to the children affected with club foot,
encouraging young mothers to bring their children
periodically for follow-up for at least five years,
spreading awareness and distributing small gifts or
chocolates to the visiting children. Let us do our bit
to touch the lives of these young ones and give
them the ability to walk unhindered on their own
feet - all through life.
