For all that we have left is what we ought to protect
to let ourselves live. Within this ecosystem lives a
being with six senses who makes choices that are
too often not wise. Bio-diversity is an essential
ingredient for life. Hence, concerted efforts need to
be made for an explicit change. Let's now spare a
few minutes for one such creature, 'The Sparrow'

Scientificname : Passer domesticus

let us move on.

Conservation Status: Least Concern

With many varieties in existence, this House
Sparrow / Indian Sparrow is what we are talking
about. This little adorable flyer -which sings ballads
all year-long needs our attention.

Time for the guilt punch:

Our modern, urban lives are the primary reason
behind the sparrow's plight. The felling of trees,
absence of ventilators in houses, non-availability of
worms for feeding chicks amidst concrete
structures, radiation from mobile towers, glass
panels on high buildings where bewildered sparrow
strike and die, noise pollution, use of insecticides in
houses and green swathes are some of the major
reasons for the depleting population of sparrows.

The significance of this bird:

We need to understand that not every living
organism needs to possess extraordinary skills to
validate their existence. However small our
symbiotic relationship may be, they do matter and
so does their right to live. Helping in seed
dispersion, keeping check of insect population that
poses a threat to the plants, providing food for
secondary consumers and therefore balancing the
ecosystem are some of their key contributions to
the environment.

Let us be more humane. The spirit of this bird might
bring new meaning to your life. The joy of nature is
experienced through interaction and observation.
Give yourself the chance to choose wisely. These
birds teach us many life lessons like unity,
teamwork, productivity and self-worth. They also
symbolize joy and simplicity.

Here are some clues to identify their gender:

Male House Sparrows are brightly colored birds
with grey heads, white cheeks, a black bib, and
rufous neck - although in cities you may see
some that are dull and grubby. Females are
a plain buffy-brown overall with dingy
grey-brown underparts. Their
backs are noticeably striped
with buff, black, and brown.

Look at the sparrow's head. The top of a male

sparrow's head is dark grey lined with streaks of
vibrant chestnut, while a female's head is more
dusty brownin color.

Look at the throat. Male sparrows have a black band
at their throat, while the female's throat is a pale
brown.

Check the bird's beak. During the breeding season,
which for house sparrows begins in late winter and
extends through the spring, the male has black
beak, while the female's beak is dun. During the
other months, the male's beak is identical to the
females.

Examine the bird's coloring overall. The male
sparrow has darker and more vibrant plumage than
the female bird, which has dull grey-brown
plumage.

It is our duty to do our best to
protect this tiny yet potent
creature that adds so much
value to its surroundings. Let us
lend them our hands so they
might give us wings.
