So, Friends,
What is Literacy?
The ability to read, write, speak, and listen in ways that encourage efficient communication is called as
literacy. Our mission is to build community capacity to promote basic education and literacy, minimise
gender disparities in education, and increase adult literacy. We support learning programs both adult along
with education for all children.
Rotary thought about mentoring and teaching the instructors after realising that simply enrolling children in
school would not be sufficient to address illiteracy. T-E-A-C-H is the name of a comprehensive programme
created by RILM, or Rotary India Literacy Mission.

T - Teacher Assistance
The Teacher Support Program's objective is to enhance teachers' performance and professional abilities
through training and recognition of exceptional educators.
Training and retraining boost teachers' skills and instil confidence, which lead to improved performance over
time in regular classroom settings. Teachers' self-confidence is boosted when they are recognised for their
great efforts in forming young brains.

E- E-Learning
Through the use of curriculum-based audio-visual modules in local languages in government- and
government-aided schools, the e-learning programme "E-Shiksha" seeks to enhance the teaching-learning
experience.
The "E-Shiksha" programme is a single classroom installation in government and aided schools that attempts
to enhance the teaching-learning process with an integrated solution made up of an LCD projector, LED TV,
and Smart LED TV loaded with educational audio-visual software matched with local language state
curriculum.

A-Adult Education
The Adult Literacy Program seeks to teach functional literacy to illiterate adults in India (15 and older), after
which literate young adults are subjected to skill development training via a number of helpful organisations.

C- Children's Development
Ashakiran is another name for the Child Development Program. Bringing or sending back out-of-school
youngsters to school is a glimmer of optimism.

H-Happy Schools
In order to create state-funded schools safe, appealing, and joyful learning environments for both students
and staff, the Happy School Program intends to provide/upgrade the infrastructural and co-curricular
amenities. A good and upbeat learning environment in which the fundamental infrastructure is available can
boost student enrolment, enhance attendance, and increase retention. These factors all contribute to better
learning outcomes for students. 
Therefore, friends, keeping in mind these five objectives of TEACH let's all take the lead on this programme
and endeavour to literate our local community.
