28th July: Mega Health check up camp 
was co hosted at Dishari Banquet Hall in 
Salt Lake.

The Matri Raksha team 
did the check up for anemia. There were 
90 beneficiaries.

54 people (4 females) 
donated blood. The 4th Eye camp of Pro-
ject Vision for All was held and out of 264 
beneficiaries, 136 required spectacles and 
87 were enrolled for Cataract operations. 

24th July: A Hands-on Workshop on 
Navigating Attention Deficit Challenges 
for Success was organized with Rotary 
Calcutta Labanhrad at Rotary Sadan. This 
workshop aimed to empower students 
facing attention deficit challenges by 
raising awareness and providing them 
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Calcutta
with tools for improvement. A total of 
129 students from classes VIII to XII and 
18 teachers from 16 Bengali medium 
schools in Kolkata attended. The work-
shop featured interactive sessions cov-
ering topics such as Brain Science and 
its impact on exam results, Gamification 
of Attention Span, Tools for enhancing 
Attention Span and Confidence and an 
Individual Assessment Questionnaire. All 
participants received certificates.
