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Born in Kolkata, he did his initial schooling from St Xavier's Colle-
giate School (Kolkata) and thereafter from Mayo College, Ajmer
(Rajasthan). He completed his MBBS (Bachelor of Medicine and
Bachelor of Surgery) from Kasturba Medical College (KMC - Man-
galore) and DGO (Diploma in Gynaecology & Obstetrics) and MD
(Masters in Obstetrics & Gynaecology) from KMC, Manipal. Being
the best outgoing student in MD examinations, he was award-
ed the University Gold Medal in 1990. He completed Diplomas in
Surgical Pelviscopy & Hysteroscopy and in Reproductive Medicine
from Kiel, Germany in 2000. He has been awarded prestigious
Fellowships from the Indian College of Obstetricians & Gynae-
cologists (FICOG) in 2002, Royal College of Physicians of Ireland
(FRCPI) in 2018, the highest honorary fellowship: Fellow ad eu-
ndem’ (FRCOG) from Royal College of Obstetricians & Gynaecol-
ogists, United Kingdom in 2019 and ACOG Honorary Fellowship
Award (FACOG), American College of Obstetricians & Gynaecolo-
gists, USA in 2022, amongst others. He was only the fourth Indian
Obstetrician & Gynaecologist ever to receive the prestigious Hon

He is on Editorial
Board and a Peer Reviewer of numerous international and na-
tional journals of Obstetrics and Gynaecology, and an Examiner
and Paper-Setter for MBBS, DGO, MD / MS, DNB examinations in
Obstetrics & Gynaecology since 1993.

An active Rotarian for 27+ years, Kr-
ishnendu served in various positions - Secretary in 2004-2005
and then as President during the Silver Jubilee Year of the club
in 2017-2018.
