Suresh has called the President for a

meeting to clear issues and start the work.

Another issue that came up for discussion was about the amount of Rs. 50,000/- that is due to the club

from Immediate Past President Rtn. Tanoj. The discussion in the board meeting about this issue was

informed to the members. Since Rtn. Tanoj has said that he would not reimburse the amount, the

members were informed that the club can only depend on his pledge to Rotary to uphold the ideals of

Rotary but cannot in anyway compel him to reimburse.
