The Rotary Club of Bombay Bayview (RCBB) began the new Rotary year with an insightful guest speaker 
meeting featuring Mr. Brijesh Singh, IPS. introduced by Rtn. Sanjay Lukka. The event attracted 91 
attendees, including members, spouses, and prospective members.

Mr. Brijesh emphasized caution regarding the information and pictures we post on social media. 
Cybercriminals often target these low-hanging fruits. Cybercriminals take small bites from bank or 

wallet accounts to avoid panic. They repeat transactions to confuse victims.

Tracing swindled funds is challenging. Hackers split amounts into multiple parts and send them to 
various bank accounts. Therefore, calling the dedicated “Cybercrime Helpline 1930” is crucial for victims. 

It helps law enforcement agencies alert UPI wallets in time to recover the swindled money. Interestingly, 
the money trail often terminates near the Indo-Bangladesh border.

As per new law, victims can also lodge online FIRs for such crimes. If an account is hacked (and the 
victim hasn’t knowingly shared OTPs), compensation up to Rs 50,000 is possible under RBI rules.

He also spoke about Deep Fakes and Zoom Scams extensively. Deep fakes (often used for porn) are 

detectable with advanced computer vision software. He cited an interesting example of a criminal case 
involved swindling a million dollars by creating a Zoom call with a morphed CEO.

He informed that WhatsApp messages and calls are well-encrypted, making it difficult for hackers. He, 
also, elaborated how the dark web remains elusive for law enforcement agencies due to its cat-and-
mouse game with evolving algorithms. So, he advised all to avoid the dark alleys of the dark web for 

quick gains. He also strongly suggested to educate kids and senior citizens about online safety.
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Technology is like fire—it can cook to feed you and also burn you!.

The Netflix series “JamTara,” set in Jharkhand’s phishing capital, offers further insights into cybercrime.
