Hailing from a humble farming background in
Karkunje village, Kundapur, Rtn. Shantharam
Shetty overcame early challenges to become a
chartered accountant and founded his firm, Shantharam Shetty &
Co., in Bejai. His leadership journey began as secretary of the
Southern India Chartered Accountants Students Association (1993-
94). In Rotary, he has served with distinction as Secretary (2005-06)
and President (2014-15) of Rotary Club Mangalore East and currently
serves as Assistant Governor 2025-26. He has contributed significantly
to membership growth and foundation activities and was awarded
the Presidential Citation in 2015-16. Beyond Rotary, he has played a
pivotal role in the Indian Red Cross as Literacy District Chairman and
State Managing Committee Member. Under his leadership, the
Mangalore branch got multiple state-level awards and recognition
for blood donation and humanitarian service. Once again he has been
reelected as the Chairman of District Red Cross for a period of 3 years,
2026-2029. Under Shetty's previous term (2022-25), the branch
inaugurated a Rs. 6 crore Centenary Building in Mangaluru (July 2025)
and focused on increasing free blood supply to BPL families.

He holds key roles in the BJP's Economic Cell. Further, he leads in
religious and social activities like Ganeshotsava celebrations and ABVP
conferences. He has presided over the Akhila Bharatiya Sahitya
Parishad State Conference. He has been honored widely, such as with
the Karnataka Rajyotsava Award (2022) and the International Iconic
Award (2025) from Asianet Suvarna News.
