Festival of Dussehra ( Vijayadashami/Navaratri)

Dussehra festival is celebrated during the Hindu calendar month of Ashweeja (October ) all
over the country but in different ways. It is Nine nights and Ten days festival. In the Northern
India it is celebrated as Ramlila, Durga Puja in the East, Navratri in the West and Vijaya
Dashami in the South. Various episodes of Ramayana are staged during the nine successive
Nights with effigies of Ravana, Kumbhakarna and Meghnath are burnt on the 10th day to
commemorate the victory of Shriram over Ravan or simply put victory of Good over Evil. In
Northern India Navarathri is observed twice a year, the second one coming in the Hindu
Calendar of Chaitra. This time it is worshipping of Goddess Durga and it is significant to note
that the last day of this Navrathri coincides with Ramnavami the Birth Day of Lord Rama.
Dassehra in West Bengal is celebrated as Durga Puja. Large idols of Durga are worshipped for
9 days at elaborately decorated pandals and taken forimmersion on the tenth day. Durga Puja
commemorates the victory of Goddess Durga over the forces of Evil presented by buffalo
demon Mahishasura. Dassehra in Western India is celebrated as Navratri where Goddess
Durga is worshipped in all her nine forms - Shailaputri, Brahmacharini, Chandraghanta
Kushmanda, Skandamata, Katyayani, Kaalratri, Mahagauri and Siddhidhatri. Ladies perform
spectacular dance called Garba. After the Garba both men and women participate in the Dandiya
Ras which is symboliation of mock fight between the Goddess and the Mahishasura.

Ayudha Pooja or worship of weapons and tools is another important ritual observed during
the festival of Dussehra. In Karnataka Ayudha Puja is done on the ninth day of Navratri-
Mahanavami. In the olden days The Maharajas of Vijayanagara and Wodeyars of Mysore
used to worship their weapons and tools.The same is continued now also symbolically. This is
considered as a meaningful custom which focusses on specific attention to one's proffession.
Sharada pooja is another feature of Navrathri where devotees worship books, musical
instruments etc. related to Goddess Saraswathi who is the Goddess of Knowledge. In Kerala
State & also in Mookambika Temple of Kollur another ritual known as Vidyarambha is performed
where young children are initiated into the world of letters on the Vijaya Dashami day.

Mysore Dasara is very famous in Karnataka state. Originally the Dasara began as a royal
affair in the heydays of Vijayanagar empire. After its downfall the Maharaja Wodiyars of Mysore
revived the celebrations in 1610. It continues to be celebrated in pomp hand splendour year
after year. The most spectacular event is the Dasara Procession also known as Jamboo
Savari on the Vijayadashami day wherein specially trained elephants carry large gold idol
weighing 750 kgs of goddess Chamundeshwari through the streets of Mysore. In the evening
Torchlight Parade is held at Banni Mantap where breath taking stunts on motorcycle are
performed by para military forces. Lakhs of tourists throng to Mysore during Dasara. Another
feature of the festival is the exchange of sacred leaves of the auspicious Shami trees.lt is also
known as Banni tree and it is believed that on Vijaya Dashami day Goddess Mahadurge resides
in Shami tree and by worshipping her on this day all our enemies will be destroyed. “Festivals
are forever. It is the occasion when people meet and mingle momentarily forgetting all their
worries and differences and come together in a shared spirit of celebration. This year the
Corono pandemic has taken away all the celebrations of Dasara. Nevertheless it is time for all
of us to pray the Goddess Durga to get us freed from the virus and let the world live in peace.
