An
effectove Rotar leader mut also have Rotary knowledge, perspective about where Rotary has
been, where it is now going and a vision of what Rotary can be.

What is the "recommended curriculum"?

RLI provides to its divisions recommended curriculum annually for a basic course in three full
days. The three days are called Parts |, Il and Il and are generally not taken consecutively in
order for the participants to gain perspective through their Club activities in between the
Parts. RLI also since the founding of RLI, the curriculum has been continually reviewed, updated
and revised as the result of experience and the evaluation of the attendees.
