Topic: Media and Society
WELCOME ADDRESS : President Rtn. Dr. M. S. Arun Kumar Shetty warmly
welcomed the Chief Guest, Mr. Harish Rai P.B., President, Press Club, Mangalore,
along with invited guests, Rotarians, Anns, and Annettes.
PRESENTATION SUMMARY  : The Chief Guest, Mr. Harish Rai PB, delivered an
insightful talk on Media and Society. He noted that earlier, society trusted the press
as the fourth pillar of democracy. Today, however, reading habits have declined. In
Mangalore, out of 12 lakh people, fewer than 20,000 regularly purchase newspapers.
This lack of awareness affects performance in competitive exams and makes people
vulnerable to misleading advertisements.
He explained that human behaviour is shaped by social structures, and media plays a
major role in guiding and influencing these behaviours. Media includes television,
radio, newspapers, billboards, mail, telephone, and the internet.
He observed that media often reshapes ordinary events into dramatic stories for
commercial gain. Crime-related news is frequently sensationalized, influencing public
perception. He also mentioned that while media can challenge individual autonomy,
it is not the sole cause of social behaviour. The speaker highlighted both positive and
negative impacts of media.Positive aspects include improved access to information,
emergency services, and the wide reach of social media across age groups.
Broadcasting of judicial proceedings has increased transparency. However, excessive
coverage can sometimes pressure the judiciary and influence law enforcement.
