The visit began with an engaging briefing on the history of BEML
and the rich legacy the organisation carries as one of India’s premier public sector undertakings.Following
the introduction, the Rotarians were taken through the various shop floors of the truck manufacturing unit,
each offering unique learnings and a deeper appreciation of the scale, precision, and engineering excellence
involved. BEML, a key backbone of India’s industrial and defence ecosystem, manufactures heavy-duty
trucks ranging from 35 tonnes to over 200 tonnes and also supplies rugged all-terrain vehicles to the Indian
Army. Witnessing the assembly line in action was particularly fascinating and gave members a first-hand
view of world-class manufacturing practices.The two deputed interns guided the group patiently, answering
the many questions posed by the inquisitive Midtowners and enhancing the overall learning experience. As
the facility is a high-security, national-interest installation, the use of mobile phones and photography was
strictly prohibited—else the sheer scale of the plant would surely have inspired hundreds of
photographs.The tour concluded smoothly and right on time. The club places on record its sincere thanks to
Rtn. Bhaskar and Rtn. Rangaraj for making the necessary arrangements, and to all the members who
participated and made the vocational visita memorable one.
