OPPORTUNITIES FOR FELLOWSHIP AT
ROTARY CLUB

Third, members invite new
members or visitors to join their table just by saying: "Come join
us, we have an empty chair at this table."

Fourth, members share the conversation around the table

rather than merely eating in silence or talking privately to the person
next to them. Fifth, Rotarians make a special point of trying to get
acquainted with all members of the club by seeking out those they
may not know.
When Rotarians follow these five easy steps, an entirely new
opporltunity for fellowship knocks each week. Soon Rotarians
realize that warm and personal friendship is the cornerstone of
every great Rotary club.
