Vanishree Rao. It was an insight visit to the Workplace of Rtn. Vijay Fernandes who is 

the Managing Director of New Star Home Products & Jumbo Star Security Services Pvt. 

Ltd. He runs the two businesses with the support of his wife Ann Rita Fernandes, who 

was working as Nurse, now turned to be a business person, at his Farm House. 

Rtn. Vijay lives with his wife, two 
children Annette Anora and John Aaron 
and his father. There are more than 50 
trained skill workers assisting him. Rtn. 
Vijay ensures that all their personal 
requirement is well taken care of and he 
has never faced man-power issue 
because of the work culture that is 
cultivated. A small shop has been set up 
to meet the daily needs of employees, 
so that they need not go to city to buy 
groceries and laundry items. The farm is 
on a 2.5-acre land and has cattle, 
poultry, pigs, dogs, birds and greenery 
everywhere. 
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There is fruit & vegetable plantation and beautiful flower garden. 
Chirping of birds, animal sounds smell of vegetation has made 
the landscape a beautiful place away from the city life. Natural 
organic manure used for the vegetation, water management, 
waste management has made the place pollution free and nature 
friendly and self-sustainable. An office set up is made in the 
middle of the farm attached to the residence and has a 
wonderful work atmosphere with photos collaged on walls which 
reflects Vijay’s army life. New Star Home Product is specialised in 
making instant wheat chapati, ragi chapati for diabetic individuals 
& akki rotti. The whole factory is run with compressor & sensors. 
The factory was incorporated in 2018 and flourished during 
pandemic.

He started the business in Parkala and then had to shift to 

Bommarabettu due to lack of opportunity. There are machineries 

for dough mixing, ball cutting, platting, packing & sealing. The 

platted instant chapatis has to go to the market within a weeks’ 

time before the expiry date. The business was established in the 

market and has dedicated customers. Jumbo Star Security 

Services Pvt. Ltd., has been established with authenticated 

employees whose back ground verification is done and are 

trained to meet the requirement.

After welcome drink, refreshments, factory and farm visit, the 

meeting commenced. The meeting arrangement was wonderful 

with shamiyana, tables, chairs, stage and sound system. In the 

meeting, Vijay explained that the employee’s salary and 

compliance are well taken care. The factory is under camera 

surveillance. Vijay invited the Rotarians to the Holy Communion 

of his daughter Anora on May 10th. 

The meeting was concluded with announcements and vote of 

thanks by Secretary Farida Uppin and National Anthem & group 

photo. The hospitality of Rtn. Vijay Fernandes & Family left the 

Rotarians mesmerised and all of us enjoyed thoroughly. The work 

place reflected the responsibility towards nature & mirrored the 

April Theme of Rotary – Environment protection, & was also a life 

lesson. The meeting was well-planned and well organised with 

help of Rtn. Chethan Shriyan and was impressive.
