Cataract surgery, also called lens replacement
surgery, is the removal of the natural lens of the
eye that has developed a cataract, an opaque or
cloudy area. The eye's natural lens is usually
replaced with an artificial intraocular lens (IOL)
implant. The target for cataract surgeries in the
financial year 2024-25 was 10.5 million under the
National Programme for Control of Blindness and
Visual Impairment (NPCBVI) in India,

Cataract detection & operation follow up camp
has been conducted at Samdang ME School

Blindness
Control Society. Out of total 86 nos registered
patients 31nos were detected with cataract
problem.

- AWARENESS PROGRAMME ON
ORGANIC FARMING BY ROTARY
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Organic farming, is an agricultural system that
emphasizes the use of naturally occurring, non-
synthetic inputs, such as compost manure, green
manure, and bone meal and places emphasis on
techniques such as crop rotation, companion
planting, and mixed cropping. Biological pest
control methods such as the fostering of insect
predators are also encouraged.

Organic agriculture can be defined as "an
integrated farming system that strives for
sustainability, the enhancement of soil fertility and
biological diversity while, with rare exceptions,
prohibiting synthetic pesticides, antibiotics,
synthetic  fertilizers,  genetically = modified
organisms, and growth hormones".

Keeping all this holistic approach aims to produce
healthy, nutritious food while protecting the
environment and ensuring long-term sustainability
as need of the hour, RC Digboi organised a
awerness program among the school children of
Balika Bidya Mandir, Digboi on 19" August.
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Rotary’s two official mottoes

“Service Above Self” and “One Profits Most Who
Serves Best”, Rotary’s official mottoes, can be
traced back to the early days of the organization.

In 1911 the second Rotary convention, in
Portland, Oregon, USA, approved He Profits Most
Who Serves Best as the Rotary motto. The
wording was
adapted from a
speech that
Rotarian Arthur

Frederick

Sheldon
delivered to the
first convention,
held in Chicago
the previous
year. Sheldon
declared that “only the science of right conduct
toward others pays. Business is the science of
human services. He profits most who serves his
fellows best.”

The Portland gathering also inspired the motto
Service Above Self. During an outing on the
Columbia River, Ben Collins, president of the
Rotary Club of Minneapolis, Minnesota, USA,
talked with Seattle Rotarian J.E. Pinkham about
the proper way to organize a Rotary club, offering
the principle his club had adopted: Service, Not
Self. Pinkham invited Rotary founder Paul Harris,
who also was on the trip, to join their conversation.
Harris asked Collins to address the convention,
and the phrase Service, Not Self was met with
great enthusiasm.

At the 1950 Rotary International Convention in
Detroit, Michigan, USA, two slogans were formally
approved as the official mottoes of Rotary: He
Profits Most Who Serves Best and Service Above
Self. The 1989 Council on Legislation established
Service Above Self as the principal motto of
Rotary because it best conveys the philosophy of
unselfish volunteer service. He Profits Most Who
Serves Best was modified to They Profit Most
Who Serve Best in 2004 and to its current
wording, One Profits Most Who Serves Best, Iin
2010.

It took a little more time, a little more means but
as they say "better late than never".

For the records:

RLI is a grassroots coalition of Rotary districts
implementing a leadership development program
for “potential” leaders of Rotary CLUBS.
Established in 1992, RLI has become a worldwide
organization with divisions in every Continent of
the world.
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Vermi compost, or vermicast, is an organic
fertilizer and soil conditioner produced from the
decomposition of organic matter by specific
species of earthworms. The process, called
vermicomposting, uses worms to break down
waste, and the resulting product is rich in water-
soluble nutrients, microbes, and enzymes
beneficial for plant growth and soil health. This
method is a cost-effective and efficient way to
recycle organic waste, producing a natural,
nutrient-dense compost that enhances soll
fertility, water retention, and crop yields.

What it is:

Vermi compost is the "castings" or faecal
excretions of earthworms that have digested
organic material.

It is a stabilized, nutrient-rich mixture of these
castings, humus, live earthworms, their cocoons,
and other microorganisms.

It is also known by terms such as worm castings,
worm humus, and worm manure.

The Process (Vermicomposting):

1. Organic Waste:

Biodegradable materials like kitchen scraps and
agricultural wastes are collected.

2. Bedding:

A bedding material, such as shredded newspaper,
cardboard, or coconut coir, is prepared to be
moist.

3. Earthworms:

Specific "surface feeder" and "burrowing"
earthworm species, like Eisenia fetida, are
introduced to the bedding and organic matter
mixture.

4. Digestion:

The earthworms digest the organic material,
converting it into their castings.

5. Harvesting:

Once decomposition is complete, the finished
vermicompost is collected and used as a fertilizer.

Benefits:

Nutrient-Rich:

It is a nutrient-dense fertilizer, providing essential
plant nutrients like nitrogen, phosphorus,
potassium, and magnesium.

Improves Soil Health:

Vermicompost enhances soil structure, improves
aeration, increases water retention, and promotes
a balanced soil ecosystem.

Boosts Plant Growth:
It supports robust plant root growth, increases
crop yields, and can restore damaged soils.

Eco-Friendly:

It offers a cost-effective and efficient method for
recycling organic waste, reducing the reliance on
chemical fertilizers.
