The hearing impaired children who kicked off the performance were 
beautifully coordinated and dressed. Each child in a sari had perfect 
pleats. The teacher who was prompt-guiding them by sighted signals was 
prepared for the task, and the children followed her, often not needing 
her directions. The irony of the children being unable to hear the loud 
applause that followed their excellent performance was not lost on me. 
*Chandalika Dance Drama: Lead Dancer in black sari*
The girl who played Chandalika was graceful in such that she appeared 
to have no vertebrae or joints. The fluidity with which she moved made 
me fall in love with the form of dance she was performing. She must have 
years of experience. Anyone can dance dramatically when they are 
making wild and wide gestures, but this girl was able to compress 
multiple dance gestures even into the mundane, like when she was 
looking into a mirror. 
*Groups of girls in matching saris*
Each set of dancers had matching baby saris. From border to pallu, the 
saris perfectly fit the miniature bodies they were on. It was aesthetic and 
alluring, and entirely fascinating to wonder about the job of the person 
who shopped for all these clothes! Groups of green, orange, red and 
Assamese saris distinguished the dancing children from each other. 
*Perfectly dressed other roles*
The King, his Minister, his Brahman and the Buddhist monk were all 
perfectly attired for their roles. Whether minuscule or major, their attire 
suited their role and they played their parts and stayed true to character 
even after the performance.

Rtn. Dr R K Choudhary felicitated
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Our fight against TB started 10 years ago being motivated 
by the poor condition of TB patients coming to our 
hospital. Rotarian Premaji was the president of the club. 
By her support and inspiration we organised the first TB 
awareness meeting at Hotel Boulevard to bring 
awareness among our members. It was addressed by an 
expert on TB of district 3250 Dr. Sahay and the most 
renowned chest physician of the town Dr. Deshmukh. It 
was attended by a good number of members of our club. 
It was followed by four lectures at the club level to 
motivate our members by me. 

After this Government came up with TB control 
programme at a national level which made our job 
easier. Because now we were assured TB medicines will 
be available free and modern diagnostic test CBNAAT, a 
DNA based diagnostic test will be available free. But as it 
happens with government it was more an assurance 
than a reality. For this Government was strongly 
criticised at some international fora. However now it is a 
reality and with some stuttering all these are now 
available in government TB centres. In the meantime our 
journey continued. We gave some lectures among 
domestic staff of a housing apartment. It was followed 
by a total of TB awareness lectures in Hindi and in 
English at 15 schools and colleges. We also gave a 
lecture at the Birsanagar Church. The last one was at 
Pipul's Academy school at New Baradwari which was 
attended by 250 students and 7 Rotarians. 

We had a programme at Arka Jain University Karim City 
College, JPS just to mention a few.
We organised an awareness programme for other clubs 
of Jamshedpur , but the response was lukewarm. We 
continued our fight against TB by giving nutrition bags to 
poor TB patients at the district TB centre. The number 
was five initially, but it is now 10. Thanks to Rtn. 
Subhrajit, who increased the number.

Now we are planning to spread our TB awareness 
message to all clubs of the district 3250 at the 
indulgence and support of our club and DG. The district 
seminar will be held in February 2025.

   To adapt, as laid out in Rotary’s Action Plan, we must  
    occasionally step out of our comfort zone and try something 
    new. Here are two examples of clubs that adapted — one with 
    heart and one through critical thinking and strategy.

    The Rotary Club of Chandigarh Mid Town, India, led with heart 
    earlier this year. To engage members and grow membership, Club 
President Nitin Kapur personally called every former member of the club and invited them to a 
gathering billed as an alumni meetup. Eight former members attended, and the results were 
stupendous. The visitors had a chance to connect once more — not only with current members 
but with the sense of camaraderie and belonging that membership gave them. By the end of the 
evening, the club welcomed six of the former members back into the Rotary family. Club 
President Kapur showed courage when he reached out to the alumni. Not only did he adapt and 
try something new but he had the strength of character to show the club’s alumni how much 
they still meant to the family of Rotary. That bravery paid off. People want to feel needed and 
appreciated. People want to feel that they belong. And they might never feel that way if we 
don’t have the courage to tell them.

Meanwhile, the Rotary Club of Seoul-Hansoo, Korea, has been experimenting with different club 
models to great effect. Over the past four years, Seoul-Hansoo has created and maintained four 
satellite clubs — a service club, an interest-based club for musicians, a cause-based club that 
mentors professionals, and a club for college students. These satellite clubs are part of a five-
year plan the Seoul-Hansoo club implemented to increase membership through innovation. 
What’s the secret to founding and maintaining so many satellite clubs? Membership between 
Seoul-Hansoo and its satellite clubs is fluid and synergistic. Many members of the satellite clubs 
attend the sponsor club’s meetings. And many of the sponsor club’s members participate in the 
satellite clubs.

Additionally, the focus of each satellite club is no accident. Each one appeals to different 
interests of people in the sponsor club and in the community, attracting existing and potential 
members. This is an excellent strategy to both retain and attract members because it offers 
flexibility. If someone is interested in joining but they can’t make it to the sponsor club’s 
meetings, they have plenty of options to choose from.

These are just two examples of how we can adapt with our hearts and minds. Every club is 
different, so I encourage you to reach out to members of your club and of the community around 
you. Ask them about the club experience and what you can do to improve. Talk to enough 
people and you might find ways that you can adapt and spark The Magic of Rotary in your club.

The Rotary Healthy Communities Challenge is a three-year, US$30 
million initiative aimed at strengthening health systems in the 
Democratic Republic of Congo, Mozambique, Nigeria, and Zambia. 
Partnering with the Gates Foundation and World Vision, the program 
targets pneumonia, malaria, and diarrheal diseases, which are major 
causes of death for young children in these countries.

The program's goal is to reach 3.5 million people across 700,000 
households, focusing on improving early disease treatment, raising 
awareness, and enhancing data collection for informed health 
decisions. It aims to train and deploy thousands of community health 
workers to deliver life-saving services, building a sustainable, resilient 
health system.

By equipping local health workers with the necessary tools and training, 
the initiative is expected to have long-term health benefits for these 
countries. The program is modeled after the successful Partners for a 
Malaria-Free Zambia and continues Rotary's commitment to improving 
health outcomes in vulnerable communities.

9 - INTERNATIONAL RESPONSIBILITIES OF A ROTARIAN

As an international organization, Rotary offers each member unique 
opportunities and responsibilities. Although each Rotarian has first 
responsibility to uphold the obligations of citizenship of his or her own 
country, membership in Rotary enables Rotarians to take a somewhat 
different view of international affairs. In the early 1950s a Rotary philosophy 
was adopted to describe how a Rotarian may think on a global basis. Here is 
what it said:

"A world-minded Rotarian:

• looks beyond national patriotism and considers himself as sharing 
responsibility for the advancement of international understanding, goodwill 
and peace;
• resists any tendency to act in terms of national or racial superiority;
• seeks and develops common grounds for agreement with peoples of other 
lands;
• defends the rule of law and order to preserve the liberty of the individual so 
that he may enjoy freedom of thought, speech and assembly, and freedom 
from persecution, aggression, want and fear;
• supports action directed toward improving standards of living for all 
peoples, realizing that poverty anywhere endangers prosperity everywhere;
• upholds the principles of justice for mankind;
• strives always to promote peace between nations and prepares to make 
personal sacrifices for that ideal;
• urges and practices a spirit of understanding of every other man's beliefs 
as a step toward international goodwill, recognizing that there are certain 
basic moral and spiritual standards which will ensure a richer, fuller life."
That is quite an assignment for any Rotarian to practice in thoughts and 

actions.
