In a garage outside Salinas, California, young people who are learning
to restore classic cars are doing more than developing a skill — they
are reclaiming their futures. This training program provides mentor-
ship and, for some, a path away from gang involvement toward mean-
ingful employment. Graduates leave with certifications, practical ex-
perience, and hope.

This is what Rotary’s Vocational Service Month celebrates each Janu-
ary — the power of bringing together people with unique skills to do
good in the world. It reminds us that integrity isn’t just about our ac-
tions matching our words. Integrity is in everything we do.

The California automotive program has been such a success because it
was built on integrity. Members of the Rotary Club of Carmel-by-the-
Sea didn’t assume they knew what the community needed. They lis-

tened. They learned there was a shortage of skilled mechanics as well
as a large number of young people lacking job training. They recog-
nized that technical skills alone wouldn’t be enough, so they partnered with Rancho Cielo, a nonprofit offering
counseling and support services alongside vocational training.

That is The Four-Way Test in action. Those four simple questions help us not judge others but guide us toward
genuine, effective service.

Consider our commitment to ending polio. For nearly 40 years, we have promised the world’s children we will
eliminate this disease. Despite obstacles, we persist, and today we are closer to defeating the virus. Keeping this
promise is the very definition of integrity.

The same integrity must drive our vocational service. With 1.2 billion young people in emerging economies
reaching working age in the next decade and only 420 million jobs projected, we face a critical gap. Communities
long excluded from economic opportunities need our support.

But support doesn’t mean imposing our will. It means listening to local needs, building partnerships, and design-
ing projects that communities can sustain themselves.

You have knowledge that can transform lives. Whatever your profession, your expertise combined with Rotary’s
values creates lasting change. The question isn’t whether you have something to offer, it’s how you’ll use your
skills to serve.

This January, | encourage you to ask how your club can address vocational needs in your community. What skills
do your members have that could change someone’s life? How can your networks open doors for young people?
What partnerships can create sustainable jobs?

Let integrity guide you. Let The Four-Way Test light your path. And let the young people in California and the
multitudes worldwide who need job skills remind you why vocational service matters.

Let us celebrate putting our professional skills to work for humanity with integrity at the heart of everything we
do.

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Haritha Keralam Mission

Haritha Keralam Mission is one of the four missions formed by the State Government to build New Kerala through all-round
development activities and was established in 2016. The main objectives of Haritha Keralam Mission is to promote cleanli-
ness, water abundance, water security and safe food production.

Here are two of the projects implemented by Haritha Keralam Mission.

Haritha Karmasena

Haritha Karmasena is a venture working in the field of sanitation and waste management in local self-government bodies in
Kerala. In 2017, as part of the Harithakeralam Mission Project implemented by ——

the Government of Kerala, the formation of Harita Karmasena was held in local
self-government bodies. Door-step collection of cleaned non-organic waste and
in some cases organic waste,by haritha karma sena members, is carried out
from households and institutions by collecting the user fee fixed by the Local
Self-Government bodies based on the Government Order. The inorganic waste
collected at regular intervals is delivered to the material collection facility. From
here, the waste is sorted and sent to the resource recovery facility. They are

then handed over for reuse or recycling.
As part of these activities the haritha karmasena is providing clean up means and solutions for organic waste management
at homes. Haritha Keralam Mission, Kudumbashree, Shuchithwa Mission, Clean Kerala Company and Local Self-Government
are all partners in this mega project. Tons of waste is being disposed of in the state through the Haritakarmasena system.
Haritha karmasena is trying to become self-sufficient by creating new products from waste materials, promoting recycling
and starting innovative green initiatives. More than 3,6000 haritha karma sena workers are currently working in all the local
bodies of the state. The basic facilities, vehicles, uniforms, identity cards etc. required by them are provided under the lead-
ership of the local self-government bodies.

Quarry water to farm fields

the need of the hour. The Quarry water to farm field project in Kareepra Grama
Panchayat implemented under the coordination of Haritha Keralam Mission as
a part of Navakeralam Karmapadhathi is becoming a model water conservation
project in the state.
Water from a 20 acre deep rock quarry located in Ulavukod Ward of Kareepra
Grama Panchayat of Kollam District is pumped through a small channel using a
solar pump to the nearby huge pond. This is a project that will be used for agri-
culture in the five wards of Ulavukod, Vakanad, Nedumonkavu, Kodikod and
Etuwaiikod. Kareepra Grama Panchayat thus to ensure uninter-

rupted cultivation of 40 acres of paddy fields here and maintain
the ground water table in the area to prevent drought.
The project is also beneficial in keeping kareepra as a barren-free village. It also has the distinction of being a
completely green energy project. With the help of the State Hydrographic Division, the quarry has been com-
pletely bathymetry surveyed and water level determined. Anert under the state government has installed the
solar plant and pump set for the project operation. The excess electricity gen-
