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Water management systems in practice

Various water conservation systems currently in use range from ancient, community-driven techniques to high-tech modern
solutions designed to tackle scarcity. These methods focus on reducing waste, harvesting rain, recycling, and increasing effi-
ciency in agriculture.

Here are the main types of water conservation systems available at present:
1. Modern Technology and Infrastructure

e Rainwater Harvesting Systems: Rooftop collection systems that channel water into underground tanks or directly re-
charge groundwater, often mandated in urban buildings.

e Smart Irrigation Systems: Use sensors, Al, and weather data to automate and optimize watering schedules in agriculture
and landscaping, reducing consumption by up to 60%.

e Greywater Recycling Systems: Treat wastewater from showers, sinks, and washing machines for reuse in irrigation or
toilet flushing.

o  Water-Efficient Fixtures: Low-flow faucets, aerators, and dual-flush toilets that significantly reduce domestic water usage.

o loT & Smart Meters: Sensors and data analytics to monitor water quality, detect leaks, and track consumption in real-
time.

Desalination Plants: Converting seawater or saline groundwater into fresh water, a method increasingly used in coastal are-
as.
2. Agricultural Water Management

o Drip Irrigation: Delivers water directly to the plant roots, minimizing evaporation and runoff.

o Sprinkler Systems: Efficiently distribute water over crops to reduce wastage.

o  Mulching: Covering soil with organic materials or plastic to retain moisture and reduce evaporation.
e Conservation Tillage: Minimal soil disturbance to improve soil structure and water retention.

Laser Land Levelling: Ensures even water distribution across fields, reducing water use.
3. Traditional & Nature-Based Systems (Still in use)

o Check Dams & Watershed Management: Small, local, earthen or concrete barriers that slow down water flow and re-
charge groundwater.

e Stepwells (Baolis/Vavs): Deep, traditional wells (especially in Gujarat/Rajasthan) that store rainwater for dry seasons.

e Johads & Kunds: Earthen check dams (Johads) and underground storage tanks (Kunds) used for collecting rain in arid

zones.

e Bamboo Drip Irrigation: A 200-year-old system in Meghalaya using bamboo pipes to direct stream/spring water for agri-
culture.

Surangam: Horizontal tunnels dug in laterite rocks (common in Karnataka/Kerala) to collect groundwater.
4. Government & Community Initiatives

o Jal Shakti Abhiyan (Catch the Rain): A comprehensive, nationwide campaign focused on rainwater harvesting and reno-
vating traditional water bodies.

e Afforestation: Planting trees to increase soil moisture retention and regulate the water cycle.

Water Budgeting: Community-level planning to manage, allocate, and conserve water resources.
These methods often combine traditional wisdom with modern technology to ensure long-term sustainability and combat

water scarcity.




Partners in service— Rotaractors...
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Recent changes in the Rl policies regarding Rotaract Clubs:

In the last five years (primarily beginning 1 July 2020), Rotary International has implemented landmark policy changes

designed to "Elevate Rotaract," transitioning it from a program to a membership type. These changes, stemming from
the 2019 Council on Legislation and subsequent Rl Board decisions, aim to give Rotaractors more flexibility, autonomy,
and recognition.

Here are the key policy changes made in the last five years:
1. Membership Status and Age Limits

o Membership Type: Rotaract is no longer considered just a "program" of Rotary; it is now officially a type of mem-
bership within Rotary International.

e Removal of Upper Age Limit: The mandatory upper age limit (formerly 30) was removed effective 1 July 2020.
While Rotaract is still focused on young adults, clubs are no longer required to ask members to leave upon turning 31.

Club Autonomy on Age: Clubs can still choose to set their own, or no, age limits in their bylaws.
2. Club Structure and Sponsorship

e Self-Sponsorship: Rotaract clubs can now be established without a Rotary club sponsor.
e Rotaract Sponsors: Existing Rotaract clubs can now sponsor new Rotaract clubs.

Flexibility: Clubs can choose the sponsorship relationship that best fits their needs, including changing or ending a
sponsorship relationship.
3. Financial and Dues Structure

e Per Capita Dues: As of 1 July 2022, Rotaract clubs began paying per capita dues to Rotary International to support

increased services.

e Dues Amounts: The rates were set at USS5 per member for university-based clubs and $8 per member for commu-
nity-based clubs.

Chartering Fees: The USS50 chartering fee for new Rotaract clubs was eliminated.
4. Governance and Recognition

o District Committee Inclusion: Rotary districts are strongly encouraged to include Rotaractors in all district com-
mittees.

e Rl Committee Service: Rotaractors are now eligible to serve on Rotary International committees.

Partnership Status: The policy changes emphasize that Rotaractors are "partners in service" with Rotarians.
5. Benefits and Support

e Toastmasters Partnership: Rotaractors have access to leadership development training, including modules devel-

oped in partnership with Toastmasters International.

e Grant Eligibility: Rotaract clubs can now receive funding from District Grants and participate as sponsors of Global
Grants (since July 2022).

Digital Access: Members have increased access to "My Rotary" and digital editions of The Rotarian magazine.
6. Growth Goals

Ambitious Targets: Rotary set goals to double the number of reported Rotaractors to 1 million by 2029, and increase
the number of Rotaractors who join Rotary clubs by 20%.
These changes were intended to provide a more inclusive, flexible, and sustainable experience for young profession-

als.
