Rotary is a global network of people, who owns shared responsibility to take action on
persistent issues and connect people. May is designated as Youth Service month in
Rotary International, focusing on empowering young people through programs like
Rotaract, Interact and Rotary Youth Leadership Awards. This month emphasizes
mentoring leaders under thirty.

Interact clubs - Rotary sponsored service organisation for young people ages 12-18. Clubs are self
governing, self supporting and sponsored by local Rotary clubs.

Rotaract club - Rotaract club means Rotary in action. A Rotaract club is Rotary sponsored
organization bringing together young adults ages 18-30.

Rotary Youth Leadership Awards - It is an intensive training programme for young people on
developing leadership skills, confidence and community service. It helps connect with leaders in
community. RYLA events are organised by Rotary clubs and districts.

Key aspects of Youth Service Month include

1 Celebrating Youth Programs- Highlighting the impacts of interact and Rotaract clubs,.

2 Focus on on Future Leaders - Providing leadership development through RYLA and other youth
based activities.

3 Mentorship- Encouraging Rotary members to engage with and mentor young professionals and
students.

4 Cultural Exchange- Promoting International peace and good will through Youth Exchange programs.
Students learn new language, discover another culture and truly global citizens. Long term exchanges
last a full academic year, and students attend local schools and live with multiple host families. Short
term exchanges last from several days to three months and are often structured as

camps, tours or home stays.
