On World Disabilities Day, the Interact Club of Sailendra 
Sircar Vidyalaya, in collaboration with two local 
organizations, Shyampukur Astha and Taruner Swapno, 
organized a day-long program on December 1, 2024, at 
the auditorium of Sailendra Sircar Vidyalaya. During this 
event, more than a hundred differently abled and visually 
impaired individuals received assistance in cash and kind to 
support their livelihoods and daily lives.
Among the dignitaries present were Dr. Saswati Mukherjee, 
chairperson of the Rotary Club of Calcutta Youth Services 
Committee; Dr. Swapan Ghosh, ex-Sheriff of Calcutta; and 
D. Ashish, a well-known social activist and pioneer of blood 
donation campaigns. The teacher coordinator, Dr. Manas 
Das, along with another teacher, Mr. Chandan Majumder, 

Mrinalini’s presentation addressed the crucial role of the 
performing arts in driving social change and the urgent 

need to address gender-based violence (GBV) within the 
sector. In performing arts, where physical expression is 
central and mentorship often creates close power 
dynamics, artists — especially women — face unique 
vulnerabilities and exploitation. The discussion 
explored how traditional mentorship models, while 
essential to training, can unintentionally foster 
environments where exploitation occurs. She tellingly  
drew a parallel from school education where even 
parents don’t call out a teacher’s misdemeanours. 
India's legal frameworks are adapting to better 

protect artists and promote safer spaces but there’s a 
long way to go on that. Laws and statutes are available, 

and cases of misuse are not unknown. A millennial, she 
used the demographic’s lexicon of ‘cancel culture’ that 
attends typically on the victim in our patriarchal society.

Mrinalini Mazumdar
at Rotary Sadan on 3 Dec. 2024
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also actively participated in the program.
The day began with a street rally, where the Interactors led by beating drums and assisting visually impaired participants as 
they walked. The main event took place in the auditorium, where all speakers expressed gratitude to the organizers for 
undertaking such a noble mission. Rtn. Dr. Saswati Mukherjee emphasized that programs like this can significantly advance the 
cause of specially abled persons and encouraged the Interactors to become more involved in similar social activities that 
contribute to creating a better society for everyone, especially those facing challenges. 
Packets containing essential items for daily life and livelihood were distributed to the beneficiaries in the presence of local 
community members, teachers, and students. Participants with special abilities performed songs, adding vibrancy to the event. 
For the Interactors, it was rewarding to support those striving for dignity despite challenges.
