 The Beginning of Rotary in Maharashtra

The journey of Rotary in Maharashtra is deeply rooted in the larger growth of Rotary in India. After the establishment of 

Rotary in India in 1919, the movement gradually expanded across major cities. A major milestone came with the formation 

of the Rotary Club of Bombay in 1929, which became the foundation for Rotary’s spread across Maharashtra and western 

India.  Soon after Independence, Rotary began reaching smaller cities. The first Rotary club in interior Maharashtra was 

established in Sangli in 1948, marking the beginning of grassroots service in the state. From metro cities to towns like 

Sangli, Kolhapur, Solapur, Aurangabad, and Latur, Rotary steadily expanded its footprint.

Growth & Expansion Across the State

Over the decades, Rotary in Maharashtra evolved into a strong and structured network. * Formation of multiple districts 

such as District 3140, 3141, 3142, 3131, 3132* Thousands of Rotarians serving across urban and rural areas* Rapid 

expansion from a few clubs to hundreds of clubs

For example, District 3132, covering regions like Marathwada, Solapur, and Ahmednagar, alone has thousands of Rotarians 

working across multiple districts. This structured growth enabled Rotary to scale its impact across diverse communities.  

Historical Projects that Built Communities Rotary’s early work in Maharashtra focused on institution-building and essential 

services. Some landmark contributions include:* Establishment of schools, colleges, and hostels* Creation of blood banks 

and eye banks* Development of community halls, health centers, and rehabilitation centers* Support for irrigation and 

rural infrastructure projects

Clubs like those in Sangli undertook projects such as deaf and mute schools, blood banks, and low-cost housing, 

demonstrating Rotary’s long-term commitment to community development.    These projects laid the foundation for social 

infrastructure in many regions.

Transformative Grassroots Work

Rotary in Maharashtra has always emphasized grassroots impact. One powerful example is the Talwada tribal project, 

where Rotary developed a full-fledged healthcare ecosystem—from eye care to general medical services—for underserved 

tribal populations.  Similarly, smaller but meaningful initiatives—like supporting tribal girls in Raigad—reflect Rotary’s 

compassion-driven approach to service.   Rotary’s philosophy: Start small, create lasting change.
