suBJecT : Digital frauds, Safe banking
and fraud prevention Tips

Our forty-fourth weekly meeting was held on
the 3rd floor of Smt. Kamal Govind Gundesha
Hall, Shri Madhav Prasad Goenka Bhavan,
Rotary Samaj Seva Kendra, Kolhapur.

The Guest speaker for our weekly meeting was
Mr. Nilesh Ingle — Branch Manager, RBL Bank,
who chose to speak on the topic “Digital
Frauds, Safe Banking and Fraud Prevention
Tips”. Mr. Nilesh Ingle began his address by
explaining the various types of frauds taking
place in today’s digital era, such as fraudulent
emails, social media scams, digital arrest
frauds, OTP frauds, fake investment schemes,
and online banking scams.

Mr. Nilesh Ingle elaborated on how fraudsters
cleverly manipulate innocent people through
phone calls, fake links, mobile applications,
and social media platforms. He narrated
several real-life examples where customers
unknowingly shared confidential banking
details and became victims of cyber fraud. His
practical examples created awareness among
the members and highlighted the importance
of being cautious while using digital banking
facilities.

He stressed that awareness, alertness, and
timely action are the strongest weapons
against cybercrime. He advised everyone
never to share OTPs, CVV numbers,
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passwords, or banking credentials with
anyone, even if the caller claims to be from a
bank or government agency. He also urged
members to verify suspicious messages and
avoid clicking on unknown links or
downloading unauthorized applications.

One of the key appeals made by Mr. Nilesh
Ingle was to avoid regularly updating personal
photos, travel plans, and whereabouts on
social media, as fraudsters often misuse such
information for targeting individuals. He also
guided members on the importance of
enabling secure passwords, two-factor
authentication, and keeping mobile devices
updated for safer digital transactions.

The session proved to be highly informative,
interactive, and relevant in today’s fast-growing
digital world. Members actively participated in
the discussion and clarified several doubts
related to online banking safety and fraud
prevention. The enlightening talk by Mr. Nilesh
Ingle was appreciated by all present, as it
created greater awareness about responsible
and secure digital banking practices.

Purpose of the Program

The main purpose of the Rotary Youth
Exchange Program is to develop global
understanding and peace through cultural
exchange. Students gain confidence,
independence, leadership qualities, and
communication skills while learning to
respect different cultures and traditions.
Rotary believes that youth exchange helps
create responsible global citizens and
ambassadors of goodwiill.

History of the Program

The Rotary Youth Exchange Program
began in Europe in 1927 with student
exchanges organized by Rotary clubs.
After World War Il, Rotary expanded the
program to strengthen international
friendship and peace. In 1975, Rotary
International officially recognized Youth
\Exchange as one of its major international

programs. Today, thousands of students
participate every year worldwide.

Rotary Youth Exchange Today

Today, Rotary offers both Long-Term and
Short-Term exchange programs. Long-
Term exchanges usually last one
academic year, while Short-Term
exchanges are conducted during
vacations for a few weeks or months.
Students stay with host families and
experience complete cultural immersion.
Rotary also follows strict youth safety and
protection policies for all participants.

The program helps students become more
confident, independent, and culturally

aware. Participants improve leadership,
communication, and language skills while
building lifelong international friendships.
The exchange experience also enhances
educational and career opportunities and
promotes peace through global
understanding and friendship.

Jayanti Nala
The Historic Waterway of Kolhapur

Introduction

Jayanti Nala is one of the oldest and most
important water channels flowing through the
heart of Kolhapur. Earlier known as the ‘Jayanti
River,” it played a major role in the city's
geographical and urban development before
joining the Panchganga River.

Historical Importance

During the princely era of Kolhapur, Jayanti
Nala was a clean natural stream surrounded
by trade centers and residential areas. Several
historic stone bridges, including the famous
Wilson Bridge, were constructed over the nala
during the British period, helping connect
different parts of the city.

Rolein City Development

The nala contributed significantly to
Kolhapur's growth by improving connectivity
between major areas like Shahupuri,
Laxmipuri, Rajarampuri, and the old city.
Markets, schools, and residential colonies
developed around its surroundings.

Pollution and Urban Challenges

With rapid urbanization and increasing
sewage discharge, Jayanti Nala gradually
transformed from a natural river into a polluted
drainage channel. Plastic waste, garbage, and
untreated wastewater have severely affected
its condition.

Flood and Monsoon Concerns

During heavy rains, the nala carries large
amounts of rainwater into the Panchganga
River. Poor maintenance and waste
accumulation often lead to waterlogging and
flood-related problems in nearby areas.

Cleaning and Beautification Efforts

The Kolhapur Municipal Corporation has
undertaken cleaning, desilting, and

beautification drives in recent years.
Decorative lighting on historic bridges and
plans for green public spaces are part of
ongoing development initiatives.

Cultural and Environmental

Significance

Jayanti Nala is not just a drainage channel but
an important symbol of Kolhapur's heritage
and urban history. Its historic bridges and
surroundings continue to reflect the
architectural and cultural identity of old
Kolhapur.

Future Vision

Experts and local residents believe that with
proper planning, pollution control, and
community participation, Jayanti Nala can
once again become a cleaner and
environmentally sustainable urban water
corridor. Future possibilities include
ecological restoration, improved stormwater
management, biodiversity conservation, and
the development of public recreational spaces
alongthe nala.

If preserved and rejuvenated effectively,
Jayanti Nala has the potential to become both
a heritage landmark and an environmental
asset for future generations of Kolhapur.
