Pradeep Gooptu spoke on New 
National Education policy and its 
effect  

 

1282 RWM was conducted on 5th 

September 2020, President Rtesh , gave 

the project update on Kalagachia 

Kailash Kamani High School. He then 

requested PP  Rtn. Pradeep to speak on 

the New National Education policy and 

its effect.  One of the stated aims of the 

policy is to instill a “deep-rooted pride” 

in being Indian, not only in thought, but 

also in spirit, intellect, and deeds, as 

well as to develop knowledge, skills, 

values, and dispositions that support 

responsible commitment to human 

rights, sustainable development and 

living, and global well-being. Among the 

major reforms PP Rtn. Pradeep said, the 

10+2 structure in the schooling system 

has been replaced by a 5+3+3+4 

structure. It will include 12 years of 

schooling and three years of Anganwadi 

and pre-schooling. There will be no high 

school segregation of Arts, Science and 

Commerce stream. Students would now 

pick subjects based on aptitude testing 

by AI technology. He said now learning 

will be for all aids students of socially 

and economically disadvantaged 

groups. Schools to provide 3-8 years 

old students with ‘energizing’ breakfast 

and midday meal. All students get 

health check ups and health card with 

medical history and diagnostics. Rtn. 

Gooptu said something new which was 

included in this policy was that Indian 

Sign Language (ISL) to be standardized.  

There would be a gender inclusion fund, 

applicable for up to class 12 , in KGBV 

schools for girls as well as transgender 

students. Differently- abled students – 

special infrastructure tool . He said with 

this policy would be focused on 

learning how to learn. Internship and 

training for job market to be included in 

college and university. This policy 

would give opportunity to foreign 

students to delve into Indian’s past 

areas like Ayurveda and Yoga. Rtn, 

Gooptu said what was uniquely indian 

in this policy was that Ethics made core 

part- value based system upholding 

empathy tolerance and righteous 

conduct, rejecting violence, cheating 

and malpractices. The students are 

responsible citizens and should be 

aware of roots and accomplishments of 

forefathers. They would be taught the 

responsibilities and duties to the nation 

from early stages.  The members 

interacted by asking questions.

Pradeep Gooptu for the presentation 

and closed the meeting .
