1943: The Four Way Test

Rotary adopts The Four-Way Test, one of
the world's most widely printed and
quoted statements of business ethics.
Herbert J. Taylor, a member of the Rotary
Club of Chicago, drafted the test in 1932
to help an aluminum company on the
verge of bankruptcy during the Great
Depression.

(1931-1957)
As Rotary clubs continue to spread around the world, we establish ourselves as leaders in

international cooperation. Within the organization, we change our governance structure to
give members a greater voice in leading Rotary.

1945: Rotary and the United Nations

Rotary International serves as a
consultant to the U.S. delegation at
the United Nations charter conference
in San Francisco. Eleven people
officially represent Rotary in this
capacity. Other members attend as
delegates or consultants to their
countries.

Rotary's early involvement with the UN sets

the stage for future partnerships with UN
agencies.
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1947: The first Foundation program

This Foundation program supports
scholarships for graduate study
abroad and is designed to foster
international understanding. Rotary
would continue to support education,
and the program would be known by
many names, including Ambassadorial
Scholars and Rotary Scholars.

1947: Paul Harris dies

After a prolonged illness, Rotary's founder
dies in January. Members contribute more
than $1 million in his memory in the
following 18 months. The money is used to
support the Foundation's scholarship
program.

After the death of Paul Harris on 27 January 1947,
Rotary sends members a telegram telling them of

his desire that, in lieu of flowers, they make
contributions to the Foundation.

1957: Rotary recognizes donors

Paul Harris Fellow recognition is
established in 1957 to show appreciation
for and encourage substantial
contributions to the Foundation.

This center has been started by the club
with the objective of providing hygiene
education, basic literacy, and
foundational learning to children living in
slum areas. At this center, children are
trained in developing daily life skills, and
they are also provided with a nutritious
meal every day.

being run regularly with the support of
various donors and SBI-RSETI. Over the
past five years, 36 children have been
enrolled into schools through this center
and have been encouraged to continue
their formal education.

Our club continues its
tradition of fellowship
and planning through
regular meetings held
every Saturday. These
gatherings provide a
platform for meaningful
discussions, project
reviews, project
plannings, family
bondings, community
assessments, planning
celebrations, sharing
information on Rotary &
District's vision and goals  
and strengthening bonds
among members, keeping
the spirit of Rotary alive.
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Project Aadhar provides essential
medical equipment like wheelchairs,
walkers, oxygen concentrators, and
hospital beds to people in need — on a
refundable deposit basis. This project
ensures affordable access to care for
thousands who can’t afford to buy
such equipment. It's a permanent
service started from the club’s
inception. Since then this project has
served more than 8,000
beneficiaries. The project aims for
Rotary's Area of Focus - *Disease
Prevention & Treatment*

The advanced Audiology and Speech
Therapy Center was established through a
Global Grant from The Rotary Foundation
(Grant No. GG#2125937). This center is
designed to provide diagnosis and treatment
for hearing and speech-related difficulties
for individuals ranging from newborns to 75
years of age. The project is operated at Shree
Bera Munga School in Amreli, and received
financial support of ₹28 lakhs from Rotary
Club of Emory Druid Hills (USA) and RI
District 3060. This initiative falls under
Rotary’s Disease Prevention and Treatment
area of focus, with the vision to help the
people of Amreli district become free from
deafness in the coming years.

Club's Permanent Projects...
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The club has developed two mini forests within the
campus of Bera Munga School. While the traditional
plantation method allows for only 80 to 100 trees in a
given area, the Miyawaki technique makes it possible
to plant over 350 trees in the same space. In both of
these Miyawaki forests developed by the club, a
variety of medicinal, fruit-bearing, and bird-friendly
native trees have been planted. This method allows
trees to grow naturally within just 12 to 18 months,
creating an environment similar to a small jungle.
Established under Rotary's "Supporting the
Environment" area of focus, this forest not only
sustains the environment but also serves as a source
of learning and environmental awareness for
students.

The Club proudly operates a Rotary Library at
GKP Village Devaliya — a space dedicated to
nurturing learning and curiosity among students,
children, and adults of the entire village.
This free and open-access library houses a rich
collection of over 520 books, covering a wide
range of subjects to support academic learning,
self-development, and general knowledge. The
initiative aims to foster a culture of reading and
lifelong learning in rural communities. It has
significantly contributed to enhancing the public
image of Rotary, showcasing our club’s
commitment to sustainable and impactful
service. Rotary Library is not just a project — it is a
quiet revolution in empowering minds and
expanding horizons.
