Secretarial Note
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(1905-1911)
Starting with the first club meeting in 1905, our founding years focus on building an

organization that encourages community connections based on friendship and service.

1905: Rotary begins
Attorney Paul P. Harris convenes the
first Rotary meeting on 23 February
in Chicago, Illinois, USA. Harris
envisions a professional club that
brings together local men from a
variety of vocations.

The first four Rotarians: Gustavus
Loehr, Silvester Schiele, Hiram

Shorey, and Paul P. Harris.

1908: Rotary's second city
San Francisco, California, USA, becomes the
second city to have a Rotary club in
November.

1910: Clubs form an association
Members representing 16 Rotary clubs gather at
the first Rotary Convention, in Chicago in 1910.
They create the National Association of Rotary
Clubs of America, adopt a constitution and bylaws
for the organization, and elect a board of
directors. As members of the association, Rotary
clubs remain autonomous but share core values.

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1907: Early service project
The Rotary Club of Chicago meets with civic
organizations to discuss the need for comfort
stations (public toilets) to improve sanitation in
the city.

Program for the meeting to discuss
public toilets, October 1907.

1911: The Rotarian magazine
Rotary publishes the first issue
of The Rotarian magazine in
January 1911, with the purpose of
delivering standard messages to
all clubs and sharing news from
clubs and members. The
magazine's name changes to
Rotary in 2020.

The Rotarian magazine was originally called The
National Rotarian. The first issue included an

essay written by Paul Harris and club news items.

1911: Our Motto
Rotarians at the 1911 convention embrace an
early version of our primary motto, Service
Above Self. They also adopt an early version of
our secondary motto, One Profits Most Who
Serves Best. Two slogans were formally
approved as official mottoes in 1950: He Profits
Most Who Serves Best and Service Above Self.

This center has been started by the club
with the objective of providing hygiene
education, basic literacy, and
foundational learning to children living in
slum areas. At this center, children are
trained in developing daily life skills, and
they are also provided with a nutritious
meal every day.

*Maternal and Child Health* – and is
being run regularly with the support of
various donors and SBI-RSETI. Over the
past five years, 36 children have been
enrolled into schools through this center
and have been encouraged to continue
their formal education.

Our club continues its
tradition of fellowship
and planning through
regular meetings held
every Saturday. These
gatherings provide a
platform for meaningful
discussions, project
reviews, project
plannings, family

and strengthening bonds
among members, keeping
the spirit of Rotary alive.



Project Aadhar provides essential
medical equipment like wheelchairs,
walkers, oxygen concentrators, and
hospital beds to people in need — on a
refundable deposit basis. This project
ensures affordable access to care for
thousands who can’t afford to buy
such equipment. It's a permanent
service started from the club’s
inception. Since then this project has
served more than 8,000
beneficiaries. The project aims for
Rotary's Area of Focus - *Disease
Prevention & Treatment*

The advanced Audiology and Speech
Therapy Center was established through a
Global Grant from The Rotary Foundation
(Grant No. GG#2125937). This center is
designed to provide diagnosis and treatment
for hearing and speech-related difficulties
for individuals ranging from newborns to 75
years of age. The project is operated at Shree
Bera Munga School in Amreli, and received
financial support of ₹28 lakhs from Rotary
Club of Emory Druid Hills (USA) and RI
District 3060. This initiative falls under
Rotary’s Disease Prevention and Treatment
area of focus, with the vision to help the
people of Amreli district become free from
deafness in the coming years.

Club's Permanent Projects...
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The club has developed two mini forests within the
campus of Bera Munga School. While the traditional
plantation method allows for only 80 to 100 trees in a
given area, the Miyawaki technique makes it possible
to plant over 350 trees in the same space. In both of
these Miyawaki forests developed by the club, a
variety of medicinal, fruit-bearing, and bird-friendly
native trees have been planted. This method allows
trees to grow naturally within just 12 to 18 months,
creating an environment similar to a small jungle.
Established under Rotary's "Supporting the
Environment" area of focus, this forest not only
sustains the environment but also serves as a source
of learning and environmental awareness for
students.

The Club proudly operates a Rotary Library at
GKP Village Devaliya — a space dedicated to
nurturing learning and curiosity among students,
children, and adults of the entire village.
This free and open-access library houses a rich
collection of over 520 books, covering a wide
range of subjects to support academic learning,
self-development, and general knowledge. The
initiative aims to foster a culture of reading and
lifelong learning in rural communities. It has
significantly contributed to enhancing the public
image of Rotary, showcasing our club’s
commitment to sustainable and impactful
service. Rotary Library is not just a project — it is a
quiet revolution in empowering minds and
expanding horizons.
