A sellout for the 16th straight year, April’s
showcase presented a range of entertainers, including dancers, musicians, storytellers,
comedians, and jugglers. “All of our members play a role in one way or another” in
organizing the show, says Club President David Powdrell. “‘Find what brings you joy
and get involved’ is our motto.” Several participants over the years have gone on to
become professional entertainers, including Will Breman, who found success on the
television series The Voice, and magician Mark Collier.

India - The Rotary Club of Coimbatore Cotton
City designed a project to raise awareness about
the illicit practice of caging and trading wild
parakeets. Volunteers meticulously placed nearly
a ton of millet grains in a 1,200-square-foot
artwork depicting the clipping of a parakeet’s
wings. “Each grain represents hope,” says Niketu
Shah, a club leader who directed the project, part
of a larger effort by an animal rescue
organization and supported by the state forest
department. The artwork was completed in May
at a shopping center. Last year, the club helped
provide the forest department with an X-ray
machine for birds. In captivity, many birds suffer
from disease and stress that reduces their
lifespan.

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The club has developed two mini forests within the
campus of Bera Munga School. While the traditional
plantation method allows for only 80 to 100 trees in a
given area, the Miyawaki technique makes it possible
to plant over 350 trees in the same space. In both of
these Miyawaki forests developed by the club, a
variety of medicinal, fruit-bearing, and bird-friendly
native trees have been planted. This method allows
trees to grow naturally within just 12 to 18 months,
creating an environment similar to a small jungle.
Established under Rotary's "Supporting the
Environment" area of focus, this forest not only
sustains the environment but also serves as a source
of learning and environmental awareness for
students.

The Club proudly operates a Rotary Library at
GKP Village Devaliya — a space dedicated to
nurturing learning and curiosity among students,
children, and adults of the entire village.
This free and open-access library houses a rich
collection of over 520 books, covering a wide
range of subjects to support academic learning,
self-development, and general knowledge. The
initiative aims to foster a culture of reading and
lifelong learning in rural communities. It has
significantly contributed to enhancing the public
image of Rotary, showcasing our club’s
commitment to sustainable and impactful
service.
