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Permanent Project - Sanjivani Dialysis Center 

he Rotary Club of Wadhwan Metro proudly announces the commencement of its permanent and 
prestigious project, the Sanjivani Dialysis Center at C J Hospital, Surendranagar, which became 
operational on 16th March 2026 after completing all required legal formalities. This initiative marks a 

significant milestone in the club’s journey towards creating sustainable and impactful community service 
projects in the healthcare sector. 

This project carries a special spiritual significance, as both major milestones are aligned with auspicious 
occasions. The installation of two dialysis machines was successfully completed on 22nd September 2025, which 
was the first day of Navratri, symbolizing a sacred beginning. Remarkably, the dialysis services also commenced 
on 16th March 2026, coinciding with the 3 days before the Chaitri Navratri. This rare and divine coincidence 
reflects blessings and positivity, making the project even more meaningful and inspiring. 

The Sanjivani Dialysis Center is currently equipped with two advanced dialysis machines and has started 
providing regular services to Maa Card Patients on a daily basis. At present, the center is conducting 
approximately 3 to 4 dialysis sessions per day, ensuring consistent and reliable treatment for patients in need. 
Within a short span since its launch, the center has already achieved an encouraging milestone of 27 dialysis 
sessions in the month of March 2026, showcasing a strong and impactful beginning. 

This initiative plays a crucial role in improving accessibility to affordable healthcare, especially for economically 
weaker sections of society. Dialysis is a life-saving yet costly treatment, and through this project, the Rotary 
Club is significantly reducing the financial burden on patients and their families. It stands as a permanent 
healthcare facility that will continue to serve the community for years, reflecting Rotary’s commitment to long-
term service rather than one-time activities. The project is a true embodiment of Rotary’s core principle, 
“Service Above Self,” as it directly contributes to saving lives and enhancing the quality of healthcare in the 
region.
