A Glorious Journey of Eight Decades of Service (Since 16 September 1940)

The history of Rotary Club Dharwad is a remarkable saga of dedication, leadership, and selfless
service spanning more than eight decades. 16 September 1940 stands as a landmark date in the history
of Rotary in this region, marking the charter of a club that would go on to play a significant role in the
social, educational, and community development of North Karnataka.

Guided by the Rotary ideology the club has consistently undertaken projects in healthcare, education,
and community welfare, touching countless lives and strengthening the spirit of fellowship and
humanitarian service.

Humble Beginnings

The origin of the club dates back to 29 April 1940, when the first meeting of the Hubli-Dharwad Rotary
Club was held at the Badminton Hall of Karnataka College, Dharwad. This pioneering initiative was
led by Rtn. S. R. Sharma, a young officer of the Southern Railway at Hubli, whose vision and
enthusiasm laid the foundation for Rotary activities in the region.

With the encouragement and sponsorship of the Rotary Club of Bangalore, the club was formally
chartered on 16 September 1940. Beginning with 30 founder members, the club embarked on its journey
with great optimism and commitment to serve society.

The first Charter Meeting was held on 7 December 1940, under the leadership of President Rtn. N. K.
Dixit and Secretary Rtn. L. G. Sabnis, marking the official commencement of Rotary service in the
twin cities.

Bifurcation and Growth : As the activities of the club expanded and considering the
geographical distance between Hubli and Dharwad, a decision was taken in 1948-49 to reorganize the
club. Accordingly, Rotary Club Dharwad was formed and allowed to retain the original charter, while
Rotary Club Hubli was established to cater to the Hubli township area. This step enabled both clubs to
expand Rotary’s service activities more effectively and strengthen its presence in the region.
Contribution to Educational Development ; The members of Rotary Club Dharwad have played a
significant role in shaping the educational landscape of the region. The club actively supported the
establishment of Karnatak University and the Agriculture College in Dharwad, which have since
become premier institutions of higher learning. One of the distinguished members of the club, Dr. D.
C. Pavate, rendered invaluable service in the establishment of Karnatak University in 1949,
contributing immensely to the advancement of education in the region.

Spreading the Rotary Movement.
Rotary Club Dharwad has been instrumental in expanding the Rotary movement across
North Karnataka by sponsoring several new clubs.
