 Published every three years after the Council on Legislation, it provides essential information for club and 
district leaders on carrying out Rotary's mission and offers guidance on the structure and operations of 
Rotary International.  
 
What it contains: 
 
Governance Documents: 
The Manual of Procedure includes the RI Constitution, RI Bylaws, Standard Rotary Club Constitution, and the 
Bylaws of The Rotary Foundation.  
 
Policies and Procedures:  
It offers a concise overview of Rotary's policies and procedures, covering aspects like club, district, zone, 
Rotary International, and The Rotary Foundation structure.  
 
Mission and Programs:  
The manual details policies and procedures for carrying out Rotary's mission, including its programs and 
strategic directions.  
 
International Meetings: It provides information on international meetings, such as the RI Convention and 
the Council on Legislation.
