Viktor Frankl, a prominent psychiatrist. He 
was from Vienna. Amidst the horrors of 
Auschwitz, in WWII he keenly observed the 
coping mechanisms adopted by both himself 
and fellow inmates. These several 
experiences is the collective efforts of his 
book Man's Search for meaning.
