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                                                              The Birth of an Idea that Changed the World
It was a cold winter evening in Chicago—23rd February 1905. The city was bustling, fast, and full of
ambition, yet for many, it lacked something deeper—connection. On this very night, in Room 711 of the
Unity Building, Paul Harris took a step that would quietly shape the future of the world. He wasn’t alone.
Sitting beside him were three men from very different professions—each bringing their own story, yet
united by a shared need for friendship and trust:

Gustavus Loehr, a mining engineer
Silvester Schiele, a coal dealer
Hiram Shorey, a tailor

This was not a formal meeting. There were no speeches, no grand plans, and no intention of creating a
global organization. It was simple—four men sitting together, talking, sharing, and connecting. But what
made this gathering special was a simple idea.  Paul Harris suggested that instead of meeting at the same
place each time, they would rotate their meetings among their offices. In doing so, every member would
host, and each would gain a glimpse into the other’s world. From this small yet thoughtful concept came
the name—Rotary.

More than just a meeting, this was the beginning of a new way of thinking. A space where professionals
were not competitors, but friends. A circle where trust was built, ideas were shared, and relationships
mattered more than transactions.

What began in Room 711 soon started to grow. Each member invited another, and the circle expanded. 
The warmth Harris had once experienced in his childhood village slowly came alive again—this time, in the
heart of a great city. None of them could have imagined that this small gathering would one day grow into
a global movement, touching millions of lives across the world.

That night, there were no headlines. No celebrations. Just a quiet beginning.  But sometimes, the most
powerful movements begin not with noise— but with a simple conversation among friends.
