ROTARY 4 WAY TEST

The Rotary 4-Way Test was formulated by Chica-
go Rotarian Herbert J. Taylor who, in the summer of

1932 had a serious business problem. How he solved it
is a legend of Rotary.
In 1968 Taylor wrote: “I leaned over my desk,

rested my head in my hands, and prayed. After a few
moments, | looked up and reached for a white paper
card. Then | wrote down the twenty-four words that had
come to me:

1. Isit the truth?

2. Isit fair to all concerned?

The Four-Way Test, created in 1932
by Rotarian Herbert J. Taylor
3. Will it build good will and better friendships? (served as Rl president, 1954-1955)

4. Will if be beneficial to all concerned?

The “Four Way Test” was adopted by Rotary International in January of 1943

ROTARY WHEEL

A wheel has been the symbol of Rotary since our earliest days. The first design
was made by Chicago Rotarian Montague Bear, an engraver who drew a simple
wagon wheel, with a few lines to show dust and motion. The wheel was said to illus-
trate "Civilization and Movement." Most of the early clubs had some form of wagon
wheel on their publications and letterheads. Finally, in 1922, it was decided that all
Rotary clubs should adopt a single design as the exclusive emblem of Rotarians.
Thus, in 1923, the present gear wheel, with 24 cogs and six spokes was adopted by

the "Rotary
International
Association."
A group of en-
gineers ad-
vised that the
geared wheel
was mechani-
cally unsound
and would not

without a "keyway" in the center of the gear to attach it to a power shaft. So, in 1923 |
the keyway was added and the design which we now know was formally adopted as b
the official Rotary International emblem. '
