The film’s storyline draws loose inspiration from multiple real-life geopolitical events and conflicts in South Asia, including the 1999 
IC-814 hijacking, the 2001 Indian Parliament attack, the 2008 Mumbai attacks, and developments linked to Pakistan’s Operation Lyari.
[7][8] Principal photography for Dhurandhar took place from July 2024 to October 2025 across multiple locations in India and abroad, 
including the states and union territories of Punjab, Maharashtra, Chandigarh, Ladakh and Himachal Pradesh, as well as Thailand. The 
film features music composed by Shashwat Sachdev, cinematography by Vikash Nowlakha, and editing by Shivkumar V. Panicker. With a 
runtime of 214 minutes, Dhurandhar ranks as one of the longest Indian films ever produced.[9]

Dhurandhar was released theatrically on 5 December 2025 and received mixed reviews from critics, with praise for its cast performances, 
direction, cinematography, action sequences, musical score, and production design, with criticism directed towards its extended runtime 
and pacing. The film also attracted controversy for its blending of fictional elements with real historical events, with some commentators 
describing it as propagandistic.[10][11][12] Commercially, the film achieved significant box-office success, grossing over Rs. 1,000 
crore worldwide within three weeks of release, having beat multiple records, including being the highest-grossing Hindi film in India, the 
highest-grossing A-rated Indian film, and second highest-grossing Hindi film worldwide at the time of its release.[13] A direct sequel, 
Dhurandhar: The Revenge, is scheduled for theatrical release on 19 March 2026.[14]

The film was banned from theatrical release in several Gulf Cooperation Council countries.[6][15] Despite an official ban on Indian films 
in Pakistan since 2019, Dhurandhar was reportedly downloaded two million times through piracy sites in the country.

Barcelona selected to host Rotary International Convention 2029
Five-day event will welcome up to 20,000 participants from more than 140 countries and generate an estimated €68 million for the local 
economy  BARCELONA (Mar. 9, 2026) – Rotary International has announced Barcelona as the host of its annual international convention, 
to be held 2–6 June 2029 at the world-class Fira de Barcelona venue.

The membership service organization’s annual convention is expected to draw up to 20,000 Rotary members and participants. According 
to Rotary International, the event is projected to generate an estimated impact of €68 million for the local economy, with further benefits 
expected as delegates extend their stay in Barcelona and travel elsewhere in Spain and the wider Iberian region.

The 2029 convention will mark the second time Barcelona hosts Rotary’s flagship global event, following the city’s first Rotary International 
Convention in 2002, which attracted more than 16,800 registered participants from around the world.  Often described by attendees as 
a “mini-United Nations,” the Rotary International Convention brings together participants from more than 140 countries for plenary 
sessions, workshops, an exhibition of humanitarian projects, and cultural and networking events.
