Rotary Youth Leadership Awards or RYLA is an intensive leadership
experience organised by Rotary clubs and districts where participants
develop their skills as a leader while having fun and making
connections.

As a Rotary or Rotaract club member, you know that our world needs
as many young leaders as possible to address local and global
challenges. Rotary’s fifth Avenue of Service, Youth Service,
emphasises the importance of empowering young people through
leadership development.

Through the support and guidance of members like you, young
people can develop the skills they need as future leaders and take
action.

RYLA events are organised locally by Rotary clubs and districts for
participants in the age group of 14 to 30. Depending on community
needs, RYLA may take the form of a one-day seminar, a three-day
workshop, or a weeklong camp. It includes presentations, activities,
and workshops covering a variety of topics.

RYLA provides the perfect opportunity for young leaders in the family
of Rotary to connect and collaborate.

Be sure to involve Rotary Youth Exchange students, Interactors, and
Rotaractors so they can learn more about Rotary and meet other
young people who are committed to making the world a better place.

RYLA is often a young person’s first encounter with Rotary. In fact,
Rotary International estimates that over 50,000 young people are
introduced to our organisation through RYLA every year.
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This presents a tremendous opportunity not only to reach young
leaders but also to foster lifelong connections to Rotary. Make sure
RYLA participants understand the opportunities available to them
through Rotary. Encourage them to join an Interact, Rotaract, or
Rotary club depending on their age and goals.

You can also introduce participants to Rotary’s other programs, such
as Rotary Youth Exchange and New Generations Service Exchange.

Now, let us understand some of the benefits of RYLA.

One can connect with leaders in his community and around the world
to:

Build communication and problem-solving skills.

The participants can certainly discover strategies for becoming a
dynamic leader in their school or community.

They can learn from community leaders, inspirational speakers, and
mentors.

Participants can unlock their potential to turn motivation into action.
Of course, all this while having fun and forming lasting friendships.

As a RYLA organiser, you can customise the content and format of
your event to target certain age groups or to address specific needs
and interests within the community.
