Transfusion Medicine Specialist from
Southern Maharashtra. An alumnus of
GMC Miraj (MBBS, 1994) and
postgraduate in Pathology (1998) from
Dr VM Medical College, Solapur, he
ranked first in post-graduation. He is
trained at Tata Memorial Hospital,
Mumbai, under the stalwart, Dr Sunil
Rajadhyaksha, gaining expertise in
Blood Transfusion and Bone Marrow Transplant (BMT), and later
worked at Breach Candy Hospital, Mumbai.

He completed a fellowship in Transfusion Medicine at ICMR’s
National Institute of Immuno-haematology, Mumbai. From 2005 to
2023, he led the Blood Centre at Siddhivinayak Cancer Hospital,
Miraj. Currently, he heads Transfusion Medicine Dept at KIMS
UAIMS Hospital, Sangli, and played a pivotal role in establishing its
advanced blood center. He also works as BMT Transfusion Physician
and was instrumental in more than 35 BMT transplants in the region
till date.

A regular faculty at national and state conferences of Transfusion
Medicine and Haematology , he is MMC-accredited speaker and
often invited on TV and radio. He has trained many medical
professionals and authored a chapter on Platelet Transfusion.

Since 1 July 2025, he is the Secretary of Rotary Club of Sangli , a
prestigious rotary club in the region. He is a member of the Club ,
since 2011 and has worked as Joint Secretary and Board Member .
He has received Rotary District Award for Best in Youth Service in
2023-24.

A strategic plan that is rooted in action guides an
organisation through achieving its goals and, ultimately,
fulfilling its strategic vision.

Strategic plans are important for Rotary clubs as well.

Clubs that develop and follow a strategic plan are stronger
than clubs that don’t because they have more satisfied
members who view their clubs and Rotary more positively.

Assemble a strategic planning team made up of past,
present, and incoming club leaders to develop the plan and
make sure it's helping your club achieve its goals.

Get a variety of perspectives by involving club members
who have diverse backgrounds and experiences. You need
to align your club’s goals to reflect those of your district and
Rotary.

Before you set your club’s long-term goals, it's important to
determine your club’s strengths and weaknesses by
gathering comments from members. Also identify
opportunities and challenges in the community by meeting
with other community leaders.

Then list what your club does well and what your club could
improve. List also the opportunities in your community that
your club can act on.

Maybe it’s finding more members from nearby areas.

Or mentoring entrepreneurs to help them develop their

businesses.

Also list the challenges in your community that your club can

help address, such as unemployment or quality of
education.

We are aware that Rotary’s vision statement is, together, we
see a world where people unite and take action to create
lasting change across the globe, in our communities, and in
ourselves.

List five to seven characteristics you want your club to have
within three to five years that will help realize Rotary’s
vision.

A vision statement defines your desired future and provides
direction for what you want your club to be.

Write a one-sentence vision statement with your strategic
planning team using the list of club characteristics as a
reference. Your strategic priorities should help you achieve
your vision.

Ask yourself, “How will we succeed?”

Develop your most important strategic priorities. These
should include those that will have the biggest impact as
your club works toward its vision. You'll need to track
progress towards your annual goals with your strategic
planning team and suggest changes to action plans if
needed.

This way, you may want to try a new approach or allocate
more resources to your goals.
