The purpose of this initiative was to strengthen fellowship among
Rotarians, foster mutual understanding, and provide an opportunity to
learn more about members’ professions and businesses. Such
meetings give members valuable firsthand exposure to the innovative
work being carried out by fellow Rotarians, offering both inspiration
and knowledge sharing within the club.

Chintamani Motors, with its motto “Imagination to Engineering”, has
built a strong reputation for transforming creative ideas into practical
engineering solutions. The company specializes in customizing
vehicles to serve diverse social and industrial needs — including
school vans, cardiac ambulances, emergency service vehicles, multi-
utility and off-road vehicles, security vehicles, waste collection vans,
and blood donation vans.

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Meeting No 9 : 28 August 25

“FRIIC 3T &9... (*Justice at Our Doorstep)

The Rotary Club of Sangli successfully conducted its 9th weekly
meeting, titled “BTIRIC 3TIedT GIY... (*Justice at Our Doorstep)”. The
program was held in an interactive, question-answer format and drew
keen participation from members.

The keynote speaker was Rtn. Adv. Pranand Joshi, with Rtn. Dr.
Bhaskar Tamhankar moderating the session. The discussion focused
on creating awareness about the concepts of High Court, Bench, and
Circuit Bench, in the context of the newly inaugurated Kolhapur
Circuit Bench of the Bombay High Court.

Adv. Joshi explained the functioning of High Courts as apex judicial
bodies, tracing their evolution from the pre-independence era to the
present. He highlighted the distinction between a permanent Bench
and a temporary Circuit Bench, noting that the Kolhapur Circuit
Bench was established to save citizens of Western Maharashtra the
travel, time, and expense of seeking justice in Mumbai.

The talk also explored the possibility of Kolhapur's Circuit Bench
evolving into a permanent Bench, depending on case volume,
infrastructure, and judicial availability. Adv. Joshi emphasized its
wider economic benefits — saving litigants and lawyers an estimated
¥100-150 crores annually, while boosting local businesses and
providing lawyers with 20-30% more opportunities to practice locally.
Members appreciated his ability to present complex legal concepts in
a simple, engaging, and inspiring manner. The program concluded
with fellowship over high tea, graciously sponsored by Rtn. Adv.
Pranand Joshi. The meeting witnessed enthusiastic participation from
62 members.

With this initiative, the Rotary Club of Sangli once again reaffirmed its
commitment to community-oriented programs that promote
awareness and dialogue on issues of social and civic significance.
