1. The Foundation: Desire and Self-Confidence

Conversely, the fellow who complains about his job being too hard or
his pay too small is usually the first to be let out when work is slack.

3. The Power of Action and Service

The distance between your dreams and reality is a bridge called
action. Real success is never selfish; it comes from useful service
that helps others attain their own prosperity and happiness. Anything
short of this is not true success, but a temporary win.

The Extra Mile: Develop the habit of performing more work than you
are paid for. Big salaries are reserved for those who can efficiently
shoulder responsibility and provide more and better service than is
expected of them.

Persistence: Remember that a quitter never wins and a winner
never quits. Top performers have mastered the art of self-motivation,
sparking their own inspiration exactly when they need it most.

Your thoughts are the servants of your will. A man moulds himself by
his thoughts just as a sculptor moulds clay.

Accurate Thinking: Think success hard enough, steadily enough,
and long enough, and you will eventually manifest it.
