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Still a Lot of Scope to Engage Rotarians
in TRF Work
Maharashtra Can Do Much More.

TRF’s role in Maharashtra. .
The Rotary Foundation has become a powerful platform through
which Rotarians in Maharashtra plan and implement meaningful,
sustainable community-service projects in health, education, water
and sanitation, and livelihoods. Through its Global and District Grant
framework, TRF provides both funding guidance and technical
support, enabling clubs to focus on impact rather than just
fundraising. While several districts in Maharashtra feature more
active clubs in Rotary India, the actual fieldwork is often driven by
only a small group of motivated members in each club.

Health-centric service projects

In health, TRF-supported projects in Maharashtra have helped
strengthen Government hospitals and primary-health centres by
upgrading infrastructure, supplying ventilators and diagnostic Kkits,
and donating neonatal-ICU equipment. Clubs have also supported
the creation of low-cost hostels for out-station cancer patients near
major oncology centres, easing the burden on vulnerable families.
Tribal and semi-rural belts have benefited from tele-medicine units
and mobile diagnostic services backed by TRF-linked grants, thereby
improving access to timely treatment for communities that otherwise
remain neglected.

Education, WASH and digital learning

Education-focussed projects in Maharashtra have centered around
Government schools that lacked safe drinking water, proper toilets
and joyful learning environments. TRF-linked “Happy School” and
WASH initiatives have introduced bore-wells, overhead tanks,
separate toilet blocks for boys and girls, and drinking-water facilities,
significantly reducing dropouts—especially among girls. Many clubs
have also installed interactive digital-learning units and e-labs in rural
schools, bringing quality, tech-enabled education even to remote

classrooms.

These efforts have not only upgraded infrastructure but have also
inspired children, teachers and communities to view school as a
space of opportunity rather than mere obligation.

Environment, livelihoods and local empowerment

Beyond health and education, Rotarians in Maharashtra have used
TRF’s support to design environment-and livelihood-centric projects.
Water-conservation structures in tribal farming areas—such as check
dams, storage tanks and drip-irrigation inputs—help recharge
groundwater, stabilise farming incomes and fight recurring drought.
Urban clubs have led tree-plantation drives, beautification of public
spaces and accessibility-improvement projects for differently-abled
persons, making cities more green and inclusive. Women-led
self-help groups and artisan-centred micro-enterprises have also
received modest but effective backing, turning small-scale income
activities into more sustainable livelihoods.

The gap between membership and participation

Despite these achievements, a quiet imbalance persists: in most
Maharashtra clubs, only about 10% of members appear to be truly
active through #Hd1, deT and &<1. The remaining 90% are often absent
from project-planning meetings, field-visits and follow-up activities,
treating Rotary mostly as a social networking forum rather than a
platform for community service. For many, membership remains on
paper; in contrast, commitment to TRF’s ideals stays minimal, and
project-execution gets concentrated in the hands of a handful of
over-worked wardens.

A light-hearted comment on the inactive majority roughly 90% of
Rotarians who are quietly inactive

This is not a harsh judgment, but a friendly nudge. Rotary is not
meant to be a “Rotary address”; it is meant to be a Rotary journey.
You need not become full-time project owners; even a small, steady
contribution—as a donor, occasional volunteer, local-connect, or
communicator—can make a visible difference in society and in your
own satisfaction as a Rotarian. When more members start
participating, the load becomes lighter, the ideas become richer, and
the club as a whole earns genuine respect in the community. 30

An appeal to awaken latent potential

To every local club in Maharashtra, the message is simple: it is time
to engage your “sleeping” benefactors and dormant advocates. Invite
them to join one project a year, to contribute a modest TRF donation
linked to a cause they care about, or simply to accompany a team on
a field-visit. Encourage a culture where half the membership, not just
a slim core, feels responsible for the club’s community-impact. If
Maharashtra’s hundreds of clubs can move even a quarter of their
members from being passive list-members to being active
contributors, Rotary in our state will transform from an influential
organization into a visible force for real, widespread social change.
