Effective leadership is not about making speeches or being liked,
leadership is defined by results and not by the characteristics of a
leader. Good leadership is helping and inspiring other people to rise
to their full potential, while accomplishing the mission and goals of
the organisation.

Through the success stories, which all of us are told to read to get
motivated, many times what we get is only a message. If one wants
to get some ideas to become successful, one must read the failure
stories as well and learn to avoid the mistakes.

We know, to err is human, but to err repeatedly is stupidity.

One of the very important habits of effective people is “They sharpen
their saw often”. Acquiring new skills is an on-going process for them
and in the present times, things are changing very fast. Leadership is
not a formula or a program, it is a human activity that comes from the
heart and considers the hearts of others.

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A Giant Step Towards Cervical
Cancer Prevention: 1000 Girl’s
Vaccinated Against HPV through
a Global Grant Project

It gives me immense pride and satisfaction to share a heartwarming
and impactful experience that truly reflects the spirit of Service Above
Self. The Rotary Club of Sangli, in collaboration with the Rotary Club
of Omaha Morning, USA, undertook a remarkable mission — the
vaccination of 1000 girls against Human Papilloma Virus (HPV), a
leading cause of cervical cancer.

This life-saving initiative was conducted in two well-planned phases,
held six months apart, ensuring complete immunization for the
beneficiaries. The vaccinations were administered at two reputed
healthcare centers in Sangli and Miraj, — Horizon Multispecialty
Hospital, Sangli and Siddhivinayak Cancer Hospital, Miraj — under
strict medical supervision and with the highest standards of care.

Our target group comprised girls aged between 9 and 14 years, the
most appropriate age bracket for effective prevention. The
overwhelming response from parents, schools, and the community
reaffirmed the growing awareness and acceptance of the HPV
vaccine as a powerful preventive tool against cervical cancer.

The first phase saw an enthusiastic turnout, with hundreds of young
girls receiving their first dose amidst a warm, welcoming, and safe
environment. Our team ensured every child and parent was
counseled, informed, and comfortable. The follow-up phase,
conducted six months later, was equally successful, with almost
complete compliance for the second dose — a testament to the trust
and commitment of the families involved. Few girls left out the
second dose due to a change of place and some community
misconceptions regarding vaccination in general. But it was not a
significant number. 21
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This project was not just about numbers. It was about hope. It was
about empowering young girls with protection against preventable
cancer. It was about bringing global collaboration to local action —
and in doing so - building healthier futures for our daughters.

We express our heartfelt gratitude to The Rotary Foundation for its
unwavering support and vision in funding such impactful projects. A
special note of thanks to the Rotary Club of Omaha Morning, USA,
for their generous partnership and commitment to international
service. We also sincerely thank the President of Rotary Club of
Sangli for his inspiring leadership and all the concerned donors
whose generosity and compassion helped turn this vision into reality.

Together, we have lit the lamp of awareness and protection in 1000
homes — and that, | believe, is a legacy worth celebrating.
